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“Let anyone who thirsts come to me and drink.
As Scripture says: Rivers of living water will flow
from within him who believes in me.” john 7:37-38

This is summertime! The days are nice and warm, and this is one of my
favorite seasons. However, we sometimes find ourselves thirsting for water.
Some of you may make time to go to the closest lake or even to the closest
tourist attraction to refresh, and to rest and renew your physical strength. But
today the Lord wants to satisfy the thirst of your souls for living water!

Come, come, come to him. Accept him; Jesus is the fountain of living water.
This passage has a historical significance because it refers to the festival of
the tabernacles when people left their houses and lived in small booths. They
were not permanent structures. Their walls were made with branches and
palm fronds such that they would give protection from the water but not shut
out the sun.

On the other hand, it was also a harvest thanksgiving festival; it was named
the festival of the Lord. Each day of the festival people came with three
palms and their willows to the temple. With them, they made a kind of
screen or roof and marched around the altar. At the same time a priest took

a golden pitcher, which held three logs, and went down the pool of Siloam
and filled it with water. It was carried back through the water Gate while
people recited I Isaah 12:3: “With joy you will draw water from the wells of
salvation.” The water was carried up to the temple altar and poured out as an
offering to God. Perhaps at that very moment Jesus’s voice rang out. He was
using that dramatic moment to turn men’s thoughts to the thirst for God and
eternal things.

As we celebrate Pentecost Sunday let us ask the Holy Spirit to come to us, to
renew us, to make us free, to comfort us, to heal us, to transform us, to mold
us, to strengthen us and to guide us; to fill us with his seven gifts and send
us out.

I praise God our Father for this favorable time of grace where we have been
abundantly blessed. Last Saturday, the 28th, our young people received the
Holy Spirit through Confirmation. Today we are accompanying 28 children
who are going to make their first communion. How can we become better
witnesses to our little ones if we don’t share our faith with them and make of
Jesus the priority in our lives?

Life is a pilgrimage; it is a sacred journey toward our eternal home with
God. I encourage the families of our children to help them to distinguish
between the bread of life and the food from the world. Only Jesus can satisfy
our hungry hearts and give answer to our existentialistic questions for the
meaning of life.

As we accompany them on this day in this celebration of thanksgiving, let us
teach them as community of faith how to love the Lord with all their hearts,
minds, and souls and to respect not only the material temple but also their
bodies which are temples of the Holy Spirit. We must teach them respect for
the house of the Lord, teach them how to keep silent during mass, and how
to always dress with modesty. Remind them that the Good Lord is always
close to us.

As Pope Francis says: “The Eucharist is meant to nourish those who are
tired and hungry along the journey, let’s not forget this!”” The Lord knows
about our tiredness and the emptiness of our hearts. It is not enough for the
church to be a small group “of the usual people who gather to celebrate the
Eucharist. We have to go into the city, encounter people, learn to recognize
and reawaken the thirst for God and yearning for the Gospel,” he said. It will
be that renewed thirst which brings people to the altar to encounter God in
the Eucharist.

All of us journey through life with an empty jar in our hands that we long

to be filled—because each one of us is thirsty for love, joy, and a successful
life in a more humane world. Don’t forget that only God can satisfy the real
thirst for something more—that hope in an eternal life which sustains people
in their lives.

Por otro lado, también era una fiesta de accion de gracias por la cosecha;
fue llamada la fiesta del Sefior. Cada dia de la fiesta la gente venia con tres
palmas y sus sauces al templo. Con ellos, hacian una especie de pantalla o
techo y marchaban alrededor del altar. Al mismo tiempo, un sacerdote tomd
un cantaro de oro que contenia tres troncos, y bajo al estanque de Siloé y lo
llen6 de agua. Fue llevado de vuelta a través de la Puerta del Agua mientras
la gente recitaba I Isaias 12:3: “Con gozo sacaras agua de los pozos de la
salvacion”. El agua se llevaba hasta el altar del templo y se derramaba como
ofrenda a Dios. Quizas en ese mismo momento resoné la voz de Jesus. El
estaba usando ese momento dramatico para dirigir los pensamientos de los
hombres hacia la sed de Dios y de las cosas eternas.

Al celebrar el domingo de Pentecostés, pidamos al Espiritu Santo que venga
a nosotros, que nos renueve, que nos haga libres, que nos consuele, que nos
sane, que nos transforme, que nos moldee, que nos fortalezca y nos guie; para
llenarnos de sus siete dones y enviarnos.

El Papa: La destruccion del
medio ambiente es una ofensa a Dios

Francisco recibi6 en audiencia a los miembros de las Academias Pontificias
de Ciencias y de Ciencias Sociales que participan en el encuentro «De la
crisis climatica a la resiliencia climaticay.

El dilema es entender si «estamos trabajando por una cultura de la vida o por
una cultura de la muerte», es decir, por una cultura de destruccion total del
planeta que representa «una ofensa a Dios». Y si se trabaja por una cultura de
la vida, entonces hay que estar «atentos al clamor de la tierra» y «escuchar la
stplica de los pobresy, y después desarrollar «una nueva arquitectura finan-
ciera que responda a las necesidades del Sur del mundo y de los Estados in-
sulares gravemente afectados por los desastres climaticos», procediendo tam-
bién a la «reestructuracion y reduccion de la deuda, junto con el desarrollo de
una nueva carta financiera mundial para 2025», reconociendo asi la «deuda
ecologicax. Es una hoja de ruta sobre la defensa de nuestra Casa Comun que
el Papa Francisco dirige a los participantes en la Cumbre organizada por la
Pontificia Academia de las Ciencias y la Pontificia Academia de las Ciencias
Sociales, titulada «De la crisis climatica a la resiliencia climatica», que retine
también a alcaldes y gobernadores en la Casina Pio IV.

Los pobres son victimas

En la audiencia, Francisco relanz6 los llamamientos ya expresados en Lau-
dato si’ y Laudate Deum y reiterd su preocupacion por los datos del cambio
climatico que «empeoran afo tras afio»: «Es urgente, por tanto, proteger a las
personas y a la naturalezay, afirmo.

Las poblaciones mds pobres, que tienen muy poco que ver con las emisiones
contaminantes, deben recibir mas apoyo y proteccion. Son victimas.

Cultura de la vida y cultura de la muerte

Como en su discurso en la Cop28 de Dubai en diciembre de 2023, el Papa
Francisco reiter6 que «la destruccion del medio ambiente es una ofensa a
Dios, un pecado no sélo personal sino también estructural, que pone en grave
peligro a todos los seres humanos, especialmente a los mas vulnerables, y
amenaza con desencadenar un conflicto entre generaciones».

La pregunta es: ;jtrabajamos por una cultura de la vida o por una cultura de
la muerte?

Amenazas existenciales para la humanidad

Esta en juego una «grave responsabilidad»: garantizar que no se niegue un
futuro a los jovenes y a los nifos. Los retos que tenemos por delante son
numerosos: «Sistémicos, distintos pero interconectados: cambio climati-
co, pérdida de biodiversidad, degradacion medioambiental, desigualdades
globales, inseguridad alimentaria y una amenaza a la dignidad de las pobla-
ciones afectadas».

A menos que se aborden de forma colectiva y urgente, estos problemas
suponen amenazas existenciales para la humanidad, otros seres vivos

y todos los ecosistemas.

San Cristobal
Magallanes
y Compaiieros
Martires

Cada 21 de mayo la Iglesia
Catolica celebra a San Cristobal
Magallanes y compafieros martires.
El P. Cristobal, como muchos otros
valientes catdlicos mexicanos,
ofrendo su vida por amor a Cristo y
su Iglesia durante los oscuros afios -a inicios del s. XX- en los que estuvo
vigente la “Ley de tolerancia de Cultos” en México, promulgada por el
presidente Plutarco Elias Calles con la finalidad de restringir y diezmar
el culto catdlico en el pais.

Esta ley desat6 una cruel persecucion y fue el motivo principal de la de-
nominada “Guerra Cristera”, cuando los catdlicos se levantaron en armas
para defender su fe.

Dios no quiere la guerra

“Soy y muero inocente; perdono de corazon a los autores de mi muerte y
pido a Dios que mi sangre sirva para la paz de los mexicanos desunidos”,
fueron las ultimas palabras de San Cristobal Magallanes, pronunciadas
frente a sus verdugos antes de ser ejecutado.

El Padre Cristobal sabia bien que su patria se desangraba a causa del
odio y por eso murié llamando a la paz. La participacion ejemplar de este
santo en defensa de la fe catolica y la libertad religiosa estd parcialmente
recogida en la pelicula “Cristiada” (2012).

Cristobal Magallanes Jara naci6 en 1869, en Totatiche, Jalisco (México),
en el seno de una familia muy humilde. Trabajo en el campo hasta que
cumpli6 19 afios para ingresar después al seminario de Guadalajara.

Alli se distingui6 por su honradez, piedad y dedicacion. Fue ordenado
sacerdote en 1899.

El P. Cristobal se desempefiéo como capellan y subdirector de la Escuela
de Artes y Oficios de Guadalajara. Organizo centros catequéticos y es-
cuelas en las rancherias, y construyo un orfanato. Fue nombrado parroco
de Totatiche, su tierra natal, cargo que desempeiio por 17 afios, hasta su
muerte.

Hora de dar la vida

El 21 de mayo de 1927, San Cristobal Magallanes se dirigia a celebrar
una fiesta religiosa en honor a Santa Rita en uno de los ranchos de los
alrededores, cuando se produjo una balacera entre cristeros y las fuerzas
federales. El sacerdote fue arrestado y conducido a la prision de Totat-
iche, donde fue encarcelado junto a su vicario, el P. Caloca.

Horas mas tarde, los dos fueron trasladados al palacio municipal de
Colotlan, Jalisco, y acusados de conspirar contra el gobierno. Como no
habia ninguna prueba de ello, se decidié que ambos sacerdotes fueran
ejecutados simplemente por ser sacerdotes.

Cuatro dias después, el 25 de mayo, el P. Magallanes y el P. Caloca
fueron sacados al patio para ser fusilados. El P. Cristdbal al ver a su com-
pafiero presa del miedo, le dijo: “Tranquilizate hijo, solo un momento y
estaremos en el cielo”.

Después de darse la absolucion el uno al otro, se colocaron de frente y
cayeron abatidos por el fuego del peloton de fusilamiento. El P. Caloca
llego a gritar: “Por Dios vivimos y por El morimos”.



The elderly must not be accused of saddling
younger generations with their medical expenses
and pensions -- a notion which foments inter-
generational conflict and drives older people into
isolation, Pope Francis said.

"The accusation that the elderly 'rob the young

of their future' is nowadays present everywhere,"
the pope wrote in his message for World Day of
Grandparents and the Elderly, a church celebration
that will take place July 28.

Even in the most advanced and modern societies
"there is now a widespread conviction that the
elderly are burdening the young with the high cost
of the social services that they require, and in this
way are diverting resources from the development
of the community and thus from the young," he
wrote in the message released May 14.

Such a mentality "assumes that the survival of
the elderly puts that of the young at risk, that to
favor the young it is necessary to neglect or even
suppress the elderly," he wrote.

Yet the pope stressed that "intergenerational con-
flict is a fallacy and the poisoned fruit of conflict."

"To set the young against the old is an unaccept-
able form of manipulation," he wrote.

The pope's message expanded on the theme
chosen for this year's world day which was taken
from the Book of Psalms: "Do not cast me off in
my old age."

The 2024 celebration marks the fourth edition of
World Day for Grandparents and the elderly. In
2021, Pope Francis instituted the world day to be
observed each year on the fourth Sunday of July,
close to the liturgical memorial of Sts. Joachim
and Anne, the grandparents of Jesus.

In his message for this year’s celebration, the
pope emphasized that “God never abandons his
children,” even as they grow weak and “can risk
appearing useless.” But today, a “conspiracy
surrounding the life of the elderly” often results in
their abandonment by those close to them.

“The loneliness and abandonment of the elderly
is not by chance or inevitable, but the fruit of de-
cisions -- political, economic, social and personal
decisions -- that fail to acknowledge the infinite

dignity of each person,” he wrote.

The pope explained that such a phenomenon
occurs “once we lose sight of the value of each
individual and people are then judged in terms of
their cost, which is in some cases considered too
high to pay.”

Unfortunately, he said, the elderly themselves can
succumb to this cost-benefit mindset; “they are
made to consider themselves a burden and to feel
that they should be the first to step aside.”

Pope Francis identified the decline of communal
structures in society and the widespread celebra-
tion of individualism as other factors behind the
isolation of the elderly, “yet once we grow old
and our powers begin to decline, the illusion of
individualism, that we need no one and can live
without social bonds, is revealed for what it is.”

The pope then recounted the Bible story in which
the elderly Naomi encourages her two daughters-
in-law to return to their hometowns after the death
of her husband and children since she sees herself
as a burden to them. “Her words reflect the rigid
social and religious conventions of her day, which
apparently seal her own fate,” the pope wrote.

While Orpah returns home, grateful for the
encouragement, Ruth “is not afraid to challenge
customs and inbred patterns of thought” and “cou-
rageously remains at her side,” he wrote.

The pope encouraged all people to “express our
gratitude to all those people who, often at great
sacrifice, follow in practice the example of Ruth,
as they care for an older person or simply demon-
strate daily closeness to relatives or acquaintances
who no longer have anyone else.”

Pope Francis also pointed out how in poorer
countries elderly people are often left alone
because their children are forced to emigrate, and
in regions ravaged by conflict young men are
called into conflict while women and children flee
for safety, leaving elderly people alone in areas
“where abandonment and death seem to reign
supreme.”

In a statement released with the pope’s message,
Cardinal Kevin J. Farrell, prefect of the Dicastery
for Laity, the Family and Life, which organizes the
world day, lamented the “bitter companion” that is
loneliness in the lives of elderly people.

“Attending to our grandparents and the elderly,”
he said, “is not only a sign of gratitude and affec-
tion, but a necessity in the construction of a more
human and fraternal society.”

The cardinal’s message was also accompanied

by pastoral guidelines and liturgical resources for
parishes and dioceses. The guidelines suggest that
Catholics visit the elderly people within their own
community, share with them the pope’s message
and pray together.

The document said that to involve the elderly in
the day, “older people can be asked to offer special
prayers for young people and for peace.”

“The ministry of intercession is a real vocation of
the elderly,” it said.
