“Take it; This is my body. This is my blood.” (Mark 14:12-16, 22-26)

On June 2, 2012, I was ordained as a priest for our Diocese of Las Cruces. [
have frequently been asked about my first call to this amazing vocation. It
was during Mass and specifically during the prayer of consecration. I grew
up in a family of faith where my mother used to take us to mass every day.
She showed us the importance of respect for God’s house and modesty in
dressing nicely for the Lord. We had a pair of shoes for Sunday Mass and
the day before, we needed to work on those because they had to be shining.
In addition, my mother use to take me to hospitals, prisons, and nursing
homes to meet Christ in his flesh. She constantly reminded me that Jesus is
also present in our brothers and sisters; the sick, the needy, the elderly and
the forgotten, and taught me how to find joy in helping others grow closer to
Christ.

Now I am a priest of God, and despite the many challenges of priesthood I
think that I am a happy priest. Someone questioned me about that to which I
answered: At every Eucharist I renew my promise of faithfulness to the Lord
and ask him to help me to die to myself that He might live in me. Moreover,
there is a prayer which reads: “Priest of Jesus Christ, celebrate this Holy
Mass as if it were your first Mass, your last Mass, your only Mass.”

I always go to the first love, to first call, to first Mass and with amazement
because I realize what a privilege and honor and blessing it is to be another
Christ: an ‘alter Cristus’. As unworthy as I may be, there is a great joy in
being a servant of the Lord. On the other hand, it is not enough to just show
up for the Mass without due preparation. We must prepare ourselves well for
the Mass. Secondly, we must allow the Eucharistic sacrifice to transform us
from the inside out. If the Mass transforms us, we cannot hold on to our self-
ish and self-centered ways of thinking and acting after as at before the Mass.

Nothing is too heavy when we allow God to carry our frets. When I con-
template the sacrifice of Jesus on his cross, I get courage to continue my
mission. When I contemplate his sacrifice on the altar, I realize that there is
no other sacrifice comparable with this sacrifice of love.

Today I invite you to join the Eucharistic Revival. I strongly believe that
there is a need for a renewed emphasis on the Eucharist. Through the an-
nounced “Eucharistic Revival” from USCCB, we are encouraged to promote
local events to start a fire of Eucharistic devotion, with the foundation being
local parishes. A powerful way for parishes to affirm the Eucharist is through
Corpus Christi Eucharistic procession this Sunday. Imagine the grace that we
will be obtain when thousands of Eucharistic processions are held nation-
wide this weekend. We will truly light the world on fire. Our society today
needs to see and hear that Christ our Lord is with us as he promises until

the end of times; he is not a distant God but a God who constantly meets us
where we are!

I encourage you to pray and support each other in this endeavor of the Eu-
charistic revival. I pray that all who work in the church today can learn more
about authentic apostolic leadership and the image of the church we need to
project to those we serve. We need to love the Eucharist more and more and
have an ardent zeal for Christ!

Please pray for us priests. As servants of the Lord, we are called to live out
our faith in the Christian mission at this moment of history; a mission that
takes many forms and that has its moments of joy, no doubt, but also its
share of discouragement and frustration and solitariness. I think that we need
passionate priests with bold dreams for the church, rooted in faith and never
dimmed or afraid to proclaim the Gospel of life! The Gospel of love!

During these 13 years of my priesthood, I have learned that the day of my
ordination was an invitation to die to myself, where there is no place for
corridors of power, that Jesus’ invitation for me to follow him is a call of a
life of service to God and to others without much recognition. When I see
my Lord hanging on the cross, coming to the altar, or in the sick agonizing
on their beds, I express my gratitude to him for calling me to such a humble
mission.

There may be many sufferings and challenges in this present life and in our
ministry but belonging to him and being able to serve Our Lord and his holy
people is my joy.

Happy Solemnity of Corpus Christi!

“Témalo; Este es mi cuerpo. Esta es mi sangre”.
(Marcos 14:12-16, 22-26.)

El 2 de junio de 2012, fui ordenado sacerdote para nuestra Didcesis de Las
Cruces. Con frecuencia me han preguntado sobre mi primer llamado a esta
increible vocacion. Fue durante la misa y especificamente durante la oracion
de consagracion. Creci en una familia de fe donde mi madre solia llevarnos a
misa todos los dias. Ella nos mostré la importancia del respeto por la casa de
Dios y la modestia al vestirse bien para el Sefor. Teniamos un par de zapatos
para la misa dominical y el dia anterior teniamos que trabajar en ellos porque
tenian que estar relucientes. Ademas, mi madre solia llevarme a hospitales,
prisiones y hogares de ancianos para encontrarme con Cristo en su carne. Me
recordaba constantemente que Jests también esta presente en nuestros herma-
nos y hermanas; los enfermos, los necesitados, los ancianos y los olvidados, y
me ensefod a encontrar alegria en ayudar a otros a acercarse mas a Cristo.

Ahora soy un sacerdote de Dios, y a pesar de los muchos desafios del sacer-
docio creo que soy un sacerdote feliz. Alguien me preguntd sobre eso, a lo
que respondi: En cada Eucaristia renuevo mi promesa de fidelidad al Sefior
y le pido que me ayude a morir a mi mismo para que El viva en mi. Ademas,
hay una oracion que dice: “Sacerdote de Jesucristo, celebra esta Santa Misa
como si fuera tu primera Misa, tu ultima Misa, tu inica Misa”.

Siempre voy al primer amor, a la primera llamada, a la primera misa y con
asombro porque me doy cuenta del privilegio, el honor y la bendicion que es
ser otro Cristo: un ‘alter Cristus’. Por indigno que sea, hay un gran gozo en
ser un siervo del Sefior. Por otro lado, no basta con presentarse a la Misa sin
la debida preparacion. Debemos prepararnos bien para la Misa, y en segundo
lugar, dejar que el sacrificio eucaristico nos transforme de adentro hacia
afuera. Si la Misa nos transforma, no podemos aferrarnos a nuestras formas
egoistas y egocéntricas de pensar y actuar después de la Misa.

Nada es demasiado pesado cuando permitimos que Dios cargue con nuestros

trastes. Cuando contemplo el sacrificio de Jesus en su cruz, me animo a conti-
nuar mi mision. Cuando contemplo su sacrificio en el altar, me doy cuenta de
que no hay otro sacrificio comparable a este sacrificio de amor.

Hoy los invito a unirse al Avivamiento Eucaristico. Creo firmemente que es
necesario un énfasis renovado en la Eucaristia. A través del anunciado “Avi-
vamiento Eucaristico” de la Conferencia de Obispos Catolicos de los Estados
Unidos (USCCB, por sus siglas en inglés), se nos anima a promover eventos
locales para encender un fuego de devocion eucaristica, siendo la fundacion
las parroquias locales. Una forma poderosa para que las parroquias afirmen
la Eucaristia es a través de la procesion eucaristica del Corpus Christi este
domingo.

Pope Francis Clears Path for Canonization of
Blessed Carlo Acutis

Pope Francis recognizes a miracle attributed to Blessed
Carlo Acutis and another to Blessed Giuseppe Allamano,
and approves the canonization of 11 martyrs in Syria.

Cardinal Marcello Semeraro, Prefect of the Dicastery for the Causes of
Saints, met Thursday with Pope Francis, who approved the promulgation

of several decrees related to the causes of canonization of several men and
women.

For young Catholics, the most interesting is surely the recognition of a mira-
cle attributed to Blessed Carlo Acutis.

The young layman was born on May 3, 1991, in London, England, and died
on October 12, 2006, in Monza, Italy, succumbing to leukemia at the age of

Pope Francis beatified the millenial in 2020 in Assisi, where Blessed Carlo
had made multiple pilgrimages and where his mortal remains rest.

Miracle attributed to Blessed Carlo Acutis

The miracle recognized on Thursday is related to a woman from Costa Rica.
On July 8, 2022, Liliana prayed at Blessed Carlo’s tomb in Assisi, leaving
a letter describing her plea. Six days earlier, on July 2, her daughter Valeria
had fallen from her bicycle in Florence, where she was attending universig/.
She had suffered severe head trauma, and required craniotomy surgery an
the removal of the rig,ht occipital bone to reduce pressure on her brain, with
what her doctors said was a very low chance of survival.

Liliana’s secretary began praying immediately to Blessed Carlo Acutis, and
on July 8, Liliana made her pi%grima e to his tomb in Assisi.

That same day, the hospital informed her that Valeria had begun to breath
spontialneously. The next day, she began to move and partially regain her
speech.

n July 18, a CAT scan proved that her hemorrhage had disappeared, and
on August 11, Valeria was moved to rehabilitation therapy. She made quick
progress, and on September 2, Valeria and Liliana made another pilgrimage
to Assisi to thank Blessed Carlo for his intercession.

In the decree released on Thursday, Pope Francis announced he will convene
a Consistory of Cardinals to deliberate the canonization of Blessed Carlo
Acutis, as well as Blessed Giuseppe Allamano, Marie-Léonie Paradis, and
Elena Guerra.

Miracles, martydom, and heroic virtues

The decrees also recognized a miracle attributed to Blessed Giuseppe
Allamano (1851-1926), an Italian-born priest who founded the Consolata
Missionaries.

The miracle regarded the healing of an indigenous man in Cape Verde named
Sorino Yanomami, who was attacked by a jaguar on February 7, 1996, in the
Amazonian forest.

Even though his brain was left partially exposed, Sorino survived the ordeal
thanks to surgery in Boa Vista and the intercession of Blessed Allamano after
several members of his congregation prayed a novena for Sorino.

Pope Francis also recognized a miracle attributed to the intercession of Ven-
erable Giovanni Merlini %1795-1873), an Italian-born priest of the Missionar-
ies of the Most Precious Blood.

The Pope recognized the martyrdom of a Polish priest—Servant of God
Stanislav Kostka Streich (1902-1938)—and a Hungarian-born laywoman—
Servant of God Maria Magdolna Bodi (1921-1945)—both of whom were
killed in hatred of the faith by communists.

The decrees also recognized the heroic virtues of the Servants of God
Guglielmo Gattiani (Italian Capuchin priest, 1914-1 9991), Ismaele Molinero
Novillo (Spanish layman, 1917-1938), and Ismaele Molinero Novillo (Italian
layman, 191 1-1974{

The Pope approved the “favorable votes of the Ordinary Session of the
Cardinals and Bishops for the canonization of Blessed Emanuele Ruiz and 7
Companions, of the Order of Friars Minor, and Francesco, Abdel Mooti, and
Raffaele Massabki, Lay Faithful, killed in hatred of the Faith in Damascus
(Syria) between July 9 and 10, 1860.”

Saint Joan of Arc
Patron Saint of Vergins and
France Feast Day: May 30

On January 6, 1412, Joan of
Arc was born to pious peasant in
the obscure village of Domremy,
France. At a very early age, she
was said to have heard the voices
of St. Michael, St. Catherine, and
St. Margaret.

When she was 13-years-old, she was in her father’s garden and had
visions of Saint Michael, Saint Catherine, and Saint Margaret, each of
whom told her to drive the English from French territory and at 16 she
petitioned the garrison commander.

When she arrived in the Royal Court, she met in a private
conference with Charles VII and won his trust. With donated supplies,
Joan entered the battlefield and quickly turned the Anglo-French conflict
into a religious war.

Joan was allowed to march into many battles to reclaim cities, each
of which ended in victory.

When Joan traveled to Compiégne to help defend against an English
and Burgundian siege, she was captured and held for a ransom and
eventually sold to the English for 10,000 gold coins. She was tried as a
heretic and witch in a trial that violated the legal process of the time.

Despite the lack of incriminating evidence, Joan was condemned
and sentenced to die.

On May 30, 1431 she was tied to a pillar in Rouen. She asked two
prists hold a crucifix before her and an English soldier made a small
cross which she held as she burned.

Santa Juana de Arco
Patrona de las Virgenes y de Francia Feast Day: 30 de mayo

Cuando Joan tenia 13 aflos, estaba en el jardin de su padre y tuvo
visiones de San Miguel, Santa Catalina y Santa Margarita (los santos
cuyas voces habia escuchado desde pequeiia) quienes le dijeron que
expulsara a los ingleses de territorio francés y a los 16 afios solicito al
comandante de la guarnicion.

Cuando llego a la Corte Real, se reunio en una conferencia privada
con Carlos VII y se gané su confianza. Con suministros donados, Joan
rapidamente convirti6 el conflicto anglo-francés en una guerra religiosa.

A Juana se le permitio participar en muchas batallas para recuperar
ciudades, cada una de las cuales termind con la victoria.

Cuando Juana viajé a Compicgne para ayudar a defenderse del
asedio inglés y borgofion, fue capturada y retenida para pedir un rescate
y finalmente vendida a los ingleses por 10.000 monedas de oro. Fue
juzgada como hereje y bruja en un juicio injusto.

A pesar de la falta de pruebas incriminatorias, Joan fue condenada a
muerte.

El 30 de mayo de 1431 fue atada a un pilar en Rouen. Pidi6 a dos
sacerdotes que sostuvieran un crucifijo ante ella y un soldado inglés hizo

una pequeiia cruz que ella sostuvo mientras quemaba.



Katholikentag, el Papa: Un didlogo amplio
para resolver los problemas mundiales

En un mensaje con ocasion de la 103* Jornada
catolica que se celebra en Erfurt, Alemania, bajo
el lema “El hombre de paz tiene futuro”, el Santo
Padre subraya que las numerosas crisis morales,
sociales, econdmicas y politicas de hoy estan
unidas entre si y preocupan toda la humanidad:
deben abordarse “en todos los niveles de la vida
social, economica y politica” y deben realizarse
esfuerzos para garantizar que los ltimos “tengan
mejores condiciones de vida”.

Para Francisco, las multiples oportunidades de
debate que ofrece el Katholikentag “con muchos
altos representantes de la vida social ofrecen una
buena oportunidad en este sentido”.

Orientarse hacia Dios y dirigirse a los demas

Los cristianos estan llamados a llevar adelante
la misiéon de Jests, encaminada a hacer que el
hombre vuelva a orientarse hacia Dios, renovando
y sanando su “relacion con sus hermanos, con la
creacion y, por ultimo, consigo mismo”, subraya el
Papa, precisando que si “la unidad y la armonia de
los origenes deseadas por Dios para toda la creacion
se han ‘descontrolado’ porque el hombre “no

confia en Dios, sino que desconfia de é1”, “no hace
lo que le agrada” sino que sigue su propio camino”,
“ya no utiliza la creacion segun las intenciones del
Creador, sino que abusa y maltrata de ella para sus
ambiciones egoistas de poder y ganancia”, Cristo,
en cambio, “ha llamado a la injusticia por su nombre

y ha condenado las desigualdades” y “restablecer el
orden divino” a menudo ha “trastornado la l6gica y
el orden de los valores humanos” y de esta manera
ha traido la paz.

Comprométete a dar voz a quienes no son
escuchados

En la Cruz, “a la violencia no se respondio con
violencia, alamuerte no se respondio6 con el lenguaje
de la muerte”, sefiala Francisco, explicando que,
como dijo en la meditacién matutina celebrada en
la Casa Santa Marta el 7 de septiembre de 2013, “en
el silencio de la Cruz acalla el rugido de las armas

Sacristans and Users
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y habla el lenguaje de la reconciliacion, del perdon,
del didlogo y de la paz”. Jesus “da a los hombres una
nueva esperanza, un futuro en tiempos dificiles”, a
los “marginados, a los enfermos, a los que estaban
atrapados en el pecado”, aiade el Papa, que insta a
los creyentes a dar a los mas pequefios “una nueva
dignidad y hacerles sentir” que no estan solos.
“Pero también queremos implicarnos en la opinion
publica y en la politica - contintia el Pontifice - para
que tengan mejores condiciones de vida y, sobre
todo, para dar voz a quienes no son escuchados”.
Francisco también reitera que “sin justicia no
puede haber paz” y observa que en Europa y
“también en otras partes del mundo, los derechos
humanos fundamentales en este momento parecen
amenazados:
debido al creciente
antisemitismo,  al
racismo y a otras
ideologias que
tienden a hacia el
extremismo y la
violencia”.

La oracion puede
lograr un cambio
pacifico

Finalmente, el
Papa subraya que
la Jornada Catdlica
es también “un
lugar de encuentro
ecuménico
y de dialogo

“El hombre de
paz tiene futuro. Esta certeza es para nosotros una
advertencia y un estimulo”, concluye Francisco,
que nos insta a orar unos por otros y “por la paz”
y espera que el Katholikentag pueda ser de gran
enriquecimiento espiritual.
