Dear Fellow Brothers and Sisters: Today we continue reflecting on the
discourses of the bread of life. However, this time Jesus also invites us to drink his
blood that we may have eternal life.

It is good to remember that in the Jewish tradition blood stands for life. It is
easy to understand why, ‘As the blood flows from a wound, life ebbs away’; and
to the Jew, the blood belongs to God. That is why to this day a true Jew will never
eat any meat which has not been completely drained of blood. “Only you shall
not eat flesh with its life, that is, its blood” Genesis 9:4. “Only, you shall not eat of
its blood” Deuteronomy 15:23. Now see what Jesus is saying, “You must drink my
blood—you must take my life into the very center of your being—and that life of
mine is the life which belongs to God." “When Jesus said this, we must drink his
blood, he meant that we must take his life into the very core of our hearts” The

Gospel of John Volume 1, William Barclay, p: 224.

This has a powerful Eucharistic meaning; it is essential for us as Catholics
to take this seriously. This passage takes us back to the Last Supper—to the very
heart of the institution of the Eucharist. As you sit around the table of the Lord
every Sunday, be more aware of God's generosity. He is offering us his humanity
and Divinity; and as | constantly say, he is calling us to participate in his very life.

| am very amazed at the honor Jesus gives to his Father and our Father. He
says, "l have life because the Father.” How many times have you and | forgotten
this fundamental and ontological truth? How arrogant and prideful are we that
most of the time we try take credit for everything. On the other hand, do we really
believe that the body of Christ influences our bodies, souls and minds? Do we
really believe that it is because of him that we have true life—eternal life?

Jesus tells us today, “For my flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink."
Listen to him!

So why we are eating the fast food this world is offering to us? And you may
see that | am not just talking about material food but spiritual food, His Word, his
Body, his Blood!

Please remember that as Catholics we should never perceive his Body and
Blood as a mere symbol. Ask yourselves, “Do | believe that Jesus is truly present
to me when | receive Holy Communion?” | know that there are a lot of Eucharistic
miracles around the world and even scientific examination will say yes; we live
in the modern world of science. However, our belief in the Eucharistic presence
of Christ is not based on what our eye or microscopes see. Our believe in Christ is
based on the words of Christ in the scriptures. And we also have the tradition of
the testimony of Christ's followers from the very beginning until our present day.

Why can't our minds totally understand this mystery? It is not because
mysteries are unintelligible but because we are finite! The more we listen to
Jesus and immerse ourselves in scripture and an ocean of prayer, the more we
will be able to understand.

It is necessary that we see this in a different way or from a different point of
view. God has entered our lives and has made us new creations. He has shared
with us his very life.

| am constantly asking myself how as your pastor | can help you to revive
your faith in the Eucharist. It seems that we need a plan, but more than that, we
need love.

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Scottish Parliament to discuss new assisted dying bill

Churches in Scotland are opposing a new bill presented to the
Holyrood Parliament seeking to legalize assisted dying for

terminally ill and mentally competent adults.

The Scottish Parliament is consulting on a new controversial bill to legalize assisted dying
in Scotland.

“The Assisted Dying for Terminally IIl Adults (Scotland) Bill" was drafted by the Liberal
Democrat MSP Liam McArthur and was published in March this year.

If approved by the the Holyrood Parliament, Scotland would be the first UK nation enabling
terminally ill individuals to access an assisted death.

Public online consultation on Assisted Dying for Terminally Il Adults Bill

Under the proposed text patients could only request medical assistance to end their life if
they had a terminal illness and had been ruled mentally fit to make the decision by two doctors.
In addition, the patient must be aged 16 or over, a resident of Scotland for at least 12 months, and
must administer the life-ending medication him or herself.

In view of the floor debate, early in June the Scottish Parliament’s Health Committee
launched an online consultation which is to close on August 16 to explore public views on the
issue.

Supporters of the legislation argue that legalizing assisted dying would ease suffering.
Opponents, including the Catholic Church, the Church of Scotland, and the Scottish Association
of Mosques worry that some terminally-ill people could feel under pressure to end their lives
prematurely.

Catholic bishops: “Called to care, not to kill”

Ina strongly worded pastoral letter issued in March this year the Catholic bishops of
Scotland said that allowing “us to kill our brothers and sisters, takes us down a dangerous spiral
that always puts at risk the most vulnerable members of our society, including the elderly, the
disabled, and those who struggle with mental health’ The letter, titled “Called to Care, Not to Kill;
invited Catholics to contact MSPs, urging them to work collaboratively to improve palliative care
and to reject the dangerous proposal to legalise assisted suicide, which they said “would devalue
life and put immense pressure on the most vulnerable to end their lives prematurely!

Two previous bills rejected

This will be the third time that the Scottish Parliament has considered the issue.

In 2010, MSPs rejected Margo MacDonald's End of Life Assistance Bill by 85 votes to 16.
Another bill on Assisted Suicide was rejected in 2015 by 82 votes to 36.

The Scottish government says ministers and Scottish National Party MPS will not be
instructed how to vote, as the matter is an issue of individual conscience. First Minister Humza
Yousaf has indicated that he is likely to vote against the bill.

A number of countries have legalised some form of assisted dying. These include
Switzerland, Australia, Canada, Spain, Colombia and 11 states in the US where it is known as
"physician-assisted dying"

SAINT OF THE WEEK
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S. Rosa da Lima, virgen, terciaria dominica
Saint Rose of Lima’s Story

iEres bella! jEres Rosa!

Isabel naci6 en Lima, en 1586, décima de los trece hijos de los Flores de Oliva, de origen noble
espafiol afincados en Perd. El nombre de Rosa se debe a su belleza desde pequefia - segtin algunas
fuentes fue su mama la que empezd a llamarla asi'y seguin otras, una criada india-. Con el nombre de
Rosa recibid la confirmacion y a los veinte afios vistid el habito de la Tercera Orden de Santo Domingo,
como Santa Catalina de Siena, su modelo de vida. A Rosa se afiadid entonces el nombre de ‘Santa
Maria; expresando el tierno amor que siempre la unid a la Virgen, a la que acudia en cada instante,
rogando su amparo.

Pobre para los pobres

Santa Rosa conocid la pobreza cuando su padre fracasd en sus negocios. Trabajé duramente
como empleada, en el huerto y como bordadora, hasta bien entrada la noche, llevando a las casas
de los compradores la Palabra de Cristo y su anhelo de bien y justicia, en la sociedad peruana de
entonces, aplastada por la colonizacion espafiola. En casa de sus padres cre6 como un albergue para
los necesitados, donde asistia a nifios y ancianos abandonados, sobre todo a los indios y mestizos.
Ya desde pequefia anhelaba consagrarse a Dios en la vida de clausura, pero permanecio «virgen
en el mundo» y como terciaria dominica se encerrd a vivir en una celda o ermita de pocos metros
cuadrados, en el jardin de su hogar paterno, de la que salia sélo para las celebraciones religiosas, y en
la que transcurria gran parte de sus dias rezando en estrecha union con el Sefior.

«Dedicame todo tu amor...»

Mientras rezaba ante una imagen de la Virgen Maria con Jests en los brazos, un dia, Rosa
escuchd que el Nifio le dijo: «Rosa dedicame todo tu amor...». No lo dudd: desde entonces, Jesis fue
su amor exclusivo hasta su muerte, un amor cultivado en la virginidad, en la oracién y en la penitencia.
Solia repetir: «Mi Dios, puedes aumentar mis sufrimientos, con tal de que aumentes mi amor a ti». Es
el significado redentor de la Pasién de Cristo, que percibid claramente: el dolor vivido con fe redime,
salva. Y el dolor del hombre puede asociarse al dolor salvifico de Cristo. Es un cambio interior que
coincidid con la lectura de Santa Catalina, de la que aprendid el amor a la sangre de Cristo y el amor a
la Iglesia.

Y fue precisamente en su ermita en el jardin donde Santa Rosa revivié en su carne la pasion de
Jests, con dos intenciones: la conversidn de los espafioles y la evangelizacidn de los indios.

Devocion y aiio jubilar

Se le atribuyen mortificaciones y castigos corporales de todo tipo, pero también tantas
conversiones y milagros. Uno, entre ellos, la fallida invasién de piratas holandeses en Lima, en 1615.
Cuando estaba viva atin, Rosa fue examinada por una comision mixta de religiosos y cientificos que
juzgaron sus experiencias misticas como verdaderos «dones de gracia». Cuando muri6, debido a
sufama de santidad, una gran multitud de personas acudio a su funeral, Rosa ya era santa. Muri6
solo después de haber renovado sus votos religiosos, repitiendo varias veces: «jJesus, que estés
siempre conmigo». Era la noche del 23 de agosto de 1617 Después de su muerte, cuando su cuerpo
fue trasladado a la Capilla del Rosario, la Virgen de la estatua ante la cual la Santa habfa rezado tantas
veces, le sonrid por Gltima vez. La multitud de personas que estaba presente grit al milagro. En 1668,
Rosa fue beatificada por el Papa Clemente IX y canonizada tres afios més tarde. Es la primera Santa
canonizada del Nuevo Mundo y es la patrona del Pert, de América, de las Indias y de Filipinas. Es
invocada como patrona de los floristas y jardineros, contra las erupciones volcanicas y en caso de
heridas o para solucionar conflictos familiares.

The first canonized saint of the New World has one characteristic of all saints—the suffering of
opposition—and another characteristic which is more for admiration than for imitation—excessive
practice of mortification.

She was born to parents of Spanish descent in Lima, Peru, at a time when South America was in
its first century of evangelization. She seems to have taken Catherine of Siena as a model, in spite of
the objections and ridicule of parents and friends.

The saints have so great a love of God that what seems bizarre to us, and is indeed sometimes
imprudent, is simply a logical carrying out of a conviction that anything that might endanger a loving
relationship with God must be rooted out. So, because her beauty was so often admired, Rose used to
rub her face with pepper to produce disfiguring blotches. Later, she wore a thick circlet of silver on her
head, studded on the inside, like a crown of thorns.

When her parents fell into financial trouble, she worked in the garden all day and sewed at night.
Ten years of struggle against her parents began when they tried to make Rose marry. They refused to
let her enter a convent, and out of obedience she continued her life of penance and solitude at home
as a member of the Third Order of Saint Dominic. So deep was her desire to live the life of Christ that
she spent most of her time at home in solitude.

During the last few years of her life, Rose set up a room in the house where she cared for
homeless children, the elderly, and the sick. This was a beginning of social services in Peru. Though
secluded in life and activity, she was brought to the attention of Inquisition interrogators, who could
only say that she was influenced by grace.

What might have been a merely eccentric life was transfigured from the inside. If we remember
some unusual penances, we should also remember the greatest thing about Rose: a love of God so
ardent that it withstood ridicule from without, violent temptation, and lengthy periods of sickness.
When she died at 31, the city turned out for her funeral. Prominent men took turns carrying her coffin.

Dios. Y porque al final todo se resume en el “examen final” que narra el Evangelio de Mateo, un
examen en el que pesara la caridad vivida hacia los que mas sufren y no los titulos académicos,
las puertas abiertas a todos sin distincién, y no a los “elegidos” Francisco vuelve a trazar el
horizonte de la vida consagrada ante un variado grupo de religiosos y religiosas comprometidos
en los capitulos generales de sus respectivos institutos, las Hermanas Dominicas Misioneras de
San Sixto, las de la Sociedad del Sagrado Corazon de JesUs, de la Presentacién de Maria Santisima
en el Templo y los Padres Vocacionistas

Discernimiento, formacion, caridad

La reflexién del Papa gira en torno a tres piedras angulares: discernimiento, formacion y
caridad. Ya se trate de los “momentos solemnes de las grandes elecciones” o de “los momentos
cotidianos de las pequenas decisiones diarias; la accién de discernir -observé el Papa- permite
seguir la propia vocacién a través de "un laborioso trabajo de escucha del Sefior, y de uno mismo
y de los demds” -hecho de meditacién, “de espera paciente) y también “de valentia"- que sin
embargo conduce a la comprensién de la voluntad de Dios, sugerida al corazén pero nunca
impuesta. Un proceso delicado y, sostiene Francisco, totalmente necesario no sélo para una
persona consagrada.

Nuestro mundo tiene tanta necesidad de redescubrir el gusto y la belleza de decidir, sobre
todo respecto a las opciones definitivas, que determinan un giro decisivo en la vida, como
la vocacional. Necesita, por tanto, padres y madres que ayuden, sobre todo a los jovenes, a
comprender que ser libre no es permanecer eternamente en una encrucijada, haciendo pequefias
“escapadas” a diestra y siniestra, sin tomar nunca realmente un camino.

En paz, pero inquietos

En cuanto a la formacidn, el Papa reitera a las monjas y a los padres que es un “camino de
crecimiento en la santidad que abarca toda la existencia; entrelazado con la oracidn personal y
comunitaria, la vida de los Sacramentos y la adoracidn, de la que Francisco subraya por enésima
vez la urgencia de recuperar su “sentido’, hoy bastante perdido. Ademés, prosigue, “sélo quien
se reconoce humilde y constantemente ‘en formacion™ puede a su vez “esperar ser un buen
formador’ 0 formadora’ para los demas" Y aqui la admonicion a estar “atentos a las inquietudes
del corazén’, porque una cosa es tener un corazén “tranquilo” y otra cosa es estar, como es justo,
“en paz pero inquietos”

Su mision hoy es decididamente profética, en un contexto social y cultural caracterizado por
la circulacidn vertiginosa y continua de informaciones, pero, por otra parte, draméticamente pobre
en relaciones humanas. Urgen en nuestro tiempo educadores que sepan hacerse amorosamente
compafieros de las personas que se les confian.

Antidoto a la cultura del descarte

La caridad se da con una mirada, la que tiene “constantemente ante los ojos el rostro de los
pobres" Vigilen, es la recomendacién de Francisco, para que “en sus asambleas esté siempre
vivo y palpitante el impulso de gratuidad y de amor desinteresado, gracias al cual comenzd su
presencia en la Iglesia’ El capitulo 25 de Mateo sobre el Juicio final es lo que un cristiano y una
persona consagrada deben tener siempre como criterio.

El Sefior no nos preguntard “;Qué has estudiado? ;Cuantos titulos tienes?” (..) He aqui
el antidoto eficaz para superar, en nosotros y a nuestro alrededor, la cultura del descarte: por
favor, no descarten a las personas, no seleccionen a las personas con criterios mundanos: cuan
importantes son, cuanto dinero tienen... esos criterios mundanos, fuera. No descarten, sino
reciban, abracen a todos, amen a todos"
