“Take care to guard against all greed, for though one may be rich, one’s life does not consist of
possessions.” (Luke 12:13-21)

Peace be with you, dear brothers and sisters,

This Sunday’s Gospel invites us to reflect deeply on the meaning of life. As the great Saint Augustine of
Hippo reminds us, happiness does not consist in satisfying the body or possessing material things, but
in doing the will of God.

At first, Augustine believed he could fulfill the deep longing of his heart through materialism. He boldly
confessed in his Confessions:

“I'lived in misery, like every man whose soul is tethered by the love of things that cannot last and then
is agonized to lose them.”

Such a pursuit left him miserable, unable to find the joy he truly sought.
Let us meditate on Augustine’s powerful encounter with grace. Some believe it may have been angels
who spoke to him. He recounts in Confessions:

“lwas saying these things and weeping in the most bitter contrition of my heart, when suddenly I
heard the voice of a boy or a girl—I know not which—coming from a neighboring house, chanting over
and over again, ‘Pick it up, read it; pick it up, read it”. Immediately I ceased weeping and began to
wonder whether children usually sang such words in play, but I could not recall ever hearing anything
like it. So, damming the torrent of my tears, I rose to my feet, convinced this was a divine command to
open the Bible and read the first passage I came upon. I had heard how Anthony, entering a church
during a Gospel reading, received the admonition as if it had been spoken directly to him: “Go and sell
what you have and give it to the poor, and you shall have treasure in heaven; and come and follow me.”
By such an oracle, he was immediately converted to You.”

Augustine’s examination of conscience and deep repentance opened his heart to God’s surprising
grace. In that vulnerable state, he clung to the Word of God—particularly in St. Paul’s letter to the
Romans—and allowed God to transform him.

How often do we open the Bible and let it speak to us as it did to Augustine?
But the question here is: What have I been doing with my who life? How am I satisfying my quench for
happiness? Am I a greedy person who is spending my life in what is not important?

Dear brothers and sisters, we often live as though we will be eternal on this earth—a fallacy we must
confront. As in today’s Gospel story, one day our life will be demanded of us.

This is also a call to generosity. At times, we become selfish or egotistic, forgetting to be rich in what
matters to God!

How often have we heard this temptation:
“Now as for you, you have so many good things stored up for many years, rest, eat, drink, be merry!”

Today, the Lord invites us to follow him more closely and to show greater concern for the poor—
especially in times when the distribution of goods is so unequal.

This Sunday, take a moment to check your storage. How long have those blessings been sitting unused?
Do not be afraid to share with others the gifts you have received from God. In doing so, you will have
more than enough—even for the life to come.

Que la paz sea con ustedes, queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Este Evangelio dominical nos brinda la oportunidad de reflexionar sobre el sentido de la vida. Como
dice el gran san Agustin de Hipona: “La felicidad no consiste ni en la satisfaccion del cuerpo ni en la
posesion de bienes materiales, sino en hacer la voluntad de Dios”. )

Al principio, Agustin pensé que podria encontrar su profundo anhelo en lo material. El mismo confeso
con valentia en sus “Confesiones”: «Era yo miserable, como lo es toda alma prisionera del amor de las
cosas temporales, que se siente despedazar cuando las pierde». Obviamente, tal busqueda lo dejo
miserable, ya que no pudo encontrar la alegria que realmente buscaba en la vida.

Meditemos en las palabras de San Agustin, quien recibié una llamada del Cielo. Algunos creen que
fueron angeles hablandole. El lo narra en su libro “Confesiones”:

“Decia estas cosas y lloraba con muy dolorosa contricion de mi corazon. pero he aqui que oigo de la
casa vecina una voz, como de nifio o nifia, que decia cantando y repetia muchas veces: «Tomay lee,
tomay lee». De repente, cambiando de semblante, me puse con toda la atencion a considerar si por
ventura habia alguna especie de juego en que los nifios acostumbrasen a cantar algo parecido, pero no
recordaba haber oido jamas cosa semejante. Y asi, reprimiendo el impetu de las lagrimas, me levanté,
interpretando esto como una orden divina de que abriese el cddice y leyese el primer capitulo donde
topase. Porque habia oido decir de Antonio que, advertido por una lectura del Evangelio, a la cual habia
llegado por casualidad, y tomando como dicho para silo que se leia: «Vete, vende todas las cosas que
tienes, dalas a los pobres y tendras un tesoro en los cielos, y después ven y sigueme». Se habia
convertido a ti con tal oraculo”.

El examen de conciencia de Agustin y su profundo arrepentimiento por lo que habia hecho, lo abrieron
por completo a la sorprendente gracia de Dios. En ese estado de vulnerabilidad, Agustin fue lo
suficientemente sabio como para aferrarse a la Palabra de Dios, tal como se encuentra en la carta de
San Pablo a los Romanos, y dejar que Dios lo transformara a partir de ahi. ;Con qué frecuencia abrimos
la Biblia y dejamos que nos hable como lo hizo magnificamente con Agustin?

Pero la pregunta aqui es: ;Qué he estado haciendo en mi vida? ;Como estoy satisfaciendo mi sed de
felicidad? ;{Soy una persona codiciosa que malgasto mi vida en lo que no importa?

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, jcon qué frecuencia pensamos que vamos a ser eternos en la tierra, lo
cual es una falacia, pues sabemos claramente que, como el hombre de la historia de hoy, un dia se nos
acabara la vida?

Esto también es un llamado a la generosidad. A veces nos volvemos egoistas y no somos ricos en lo que
le concierne a Dios. ;Cuantas veces han escuchado esta tentacion?: "Ya tienes bienes acumulados para
muchos afios: descansa, come, bebe y date la buena vida”.

Hoy el Sefior nos invita a seguirlo de cerca y a tener una mayor preocupacion por los pobres en tiempos
en que la distribucion de los bienes es realmente mala. Este domingo, por favor revisa tus “bodegas” y
descubre cuanto tiempo las has tenido. No tengan miedo de compartir con los demas la bendicion que
han recibido de Dios, y tendran mas que suficiente, incluso para la proxima vida.

Pope Leo on DRC attack: I pray for persecuted Christians

n the wake of the deadly attack on a church in the Democratic Republic of Congo,
Pope Leo XIV launches an impassioned appeal for all efforts to be made to prevent
such tragedies, and reassures all Christians suffering violence and persecution that
he is praying for them.

"I renew my deep sorrow for the brutal terrorist attack that took place during the night of July 26 to 27 in
Komanda, in the eastern part of the Democratic Republic of the Congo, where more than forty Christians were
killed in church during a prayer vigil and in their own homes."

Pope Leo XIV made the remarks during his Wednesday General Audience in St. Peter's Square, the Pope's first
General Audience since his summer break. In his appeal, he decried the deadly attack on the Parish of Blessed
Anuarite in Komanda, in the country's Ituri province.

More than 40 people were killed Sunday in eastern Congo's Ituri province when rebels stormed the Catholic
church and opened fire on worshippers. At least 38 people, including women and children, were confirmed dead
in the church, while several others were killed in a nearby village.

During today's Audience, the Pope said he entrusts the victims to God’s loving mercy, adding, "I pray for the
wounded and for all Christians around the world who continue to suffer violence and persecution."

With this in mind, the Pope said, "l urge those with responsibilities at both the local and international levels to
work together to prevent such tragedies."

In a telegram of condolences sent in the wake of the attack earlier this week, the Holy Father prayed, "May the
blood of these martyrs become a seed of peace, reconciliation, fraternity, and love for the Congolese people.”

Pope at Audience: May our means of communication heal you and not

trouble you

W During his wednesday General Audience, Pope Leo encourages the faithful to learn
to speak properly, using words that heal and not hurt.

% Wednesday saw the conclusion of Pope Leo XIV's catechetical series on the public
life of Jesus, which he described as being marked by encounters, parables, and healings.
Addressing the faithful gathered in St Peter's Square for his weekly General Audience, the Pope brought
everyone's attention to the present, noting that “this time we are living through also needs healing".
Pope Leo described today's world as being marked by “a climate of violence and hatred” that deeply wounds
human dignity. Our society, he said, is growing ill, not from isolation, but from a kind of overload. “We are
hyperconnected,” he said, “bombarded by images, sometimes false or distorted.” Social media, he warned,
has produced a kind of emotional 'bulimia’, where too much input leaves us exhausted and confused.
In the midst of this, many feel tempted to shut down, continued the Pope. “We might even prefer to feel
nothing at all,” he said, noting that words themselves are increasingly fragile.
The Church, accompanying others
With this in mind, Pope Leo reflected the reading, taken from the Gospel of Mark, which recounts the healing
of a man who was deaf and mute. The man does not seek healing for himself; he is brought to Jesus by
others. These figures, said the Pope, can be seen as an image of the Church - those who accompany others,
especially when they have lost their voice or ability to listen.
After meeting Jesus, the man begins to speak again; and this detail, Pope Leo said, reveals a deeper truth.
Perhaps he had been silent because he didn’t know how to speak, or didn’t feel adequate. How often, asked
the Pope, do we stop speaking because we feel misunderstood?
Bringing his address to a close, the Pope reminded us that true communication is not only about being
effective but rather it is about healing, about not hurting others with our words. “Speaking correctly is the
beginning of a journey,” he said. And this journey leads us to Jesus Himself, through His Passion and Cross.
“Let us ask the Lord,” concluded the Pope, “to heal our way of communicating, and to help the Church remain
a place where every person can hear His Word, be healed, and become a messenger of His salvation.”

Este es el mandato que el Papa Ledn XIV confia a los
influencers de nuestro tiempo: ser «agentes de comunidon», capaces no solo de reparar, sino también de romper
—cuando sea necesario— la logica estéril «de la division y de la polarizacion». Y hacer viral la «belleza» y la «luz
de la verdad». El Pontifice llego6 a la Basilica de San Pedro al término de la misa presidida por el cardenal Luis
Antonio Tagle, pro-prefecto del Dicasterio para la Evangelizacién, con motivo del Jubileo dedicado precisamente
a los influencers catolicos y a los misioneros digitales. Son 1100 los que han llegado a Roma en estos dias,
procedentes de 146 paises diferentes, y muchos de ellos se encuentran entre los 1400 presentes en la basilica
vaticana. Son ellos quienes dan la bienvenida al Pontifice, con los brazos y las banderas en alto y los teléfonos
listos para inmortalizar una sonrisa o un apreton de manos. El Papa Leon se dirige a los jovenes en tres idiomas:
italiano, inglés y espafiol.

Paz en los corazones y en las acciones

«jLa paz esté con ustedes!», desde su primer saludo en la Plaza de San Pedro, esta invocacion acompana el
pontificado de Ledn XIV. «Cudnto necesitamos la paz en este tiempo nuestro, desgarrado por la enemistad y las
guerras», admite, deseando que habite en los corazones y se traduzca en las acciones cotidianas de cada uno.

La paz necesita ser buscada, anunciada y compartida en todos los lugares, tanto en los dramaticos escenarios de
guerra como en los corazones vacios de quienes han perdido el sentido de la existencia y el gusto por la
interioridad, de la vida espiritual.

Hasta los confines existenciales

Y precisamente en el presente, «quiza mas que nunca», se hace necesaria la presencia de «discipulos
misioneros», capaces de dar voz a la esperanza viva de Cristo «hasta los confines de la tierra». No se trata de
lineas trazadas en un mapa, sino de horizontes dondequiera que aparezca «un corazon que espera, un corazon
que busca, un corazon que necesita», «hasta los confines de la tierra, hasta los confines existenciales donde no
hay esperanza».

Valorizar la creatividad

Leone XIV pasa luego al inglés, su lengua materna, planteando a los misioneros digitales un segundo «reto», el de
buscar «la carne sufriente de Cristo» en el préjimo. Mantener asi también humana una cultura, la actual,
«profundamente marcada y construida por la tecnologia».

La ciencia y la técnica influyen en nuestra forma de ser y de estar en el mundo, hasta el punto de afectar incluso a
la comprension de nosotros mismos y a nuestra relacion con los demas y con Dios. Pero nada de lo que proviene
del hombre y de su ingenio debe ser doblegado hasta mortificar la dignidad del otro. Nuestra mision, vuestra
mision, es alimentar una cultura de humanismo cristiano, y hacerlo juntos. Esta es para nosotros la belleza de la
Desarrollar un lenguaje de nuestro tiempo

No es la primera vez en la historia que la humanidad vive una profunda transformacion cultural. Ante tales
cambios, la Iglesia «nunca se ha quedado pasiva»: siempre ha tratado de discernir e iluminar, distinguiendo lo
que debia conservarse de lo que debia «transformarse, purificarse». Entre los retos de esta «nueva geografia» se
encuentra también la Inteligencia Artificial, a la que Ledn XIV dedica un pasaje de su saludo.

Este es el desafio que debemos afrontar, reflexionando sobre la coherencia de nuestro testimonio, sobre la
capacidad de escuchar y hablar, de comprender y ser comprendidos. Tenemos el deber de elaborar juntos un
pensamiento y un lenguaje que, como hijos de nuestro tiempo, den voz al Amor.

Dejar caer las mascaras

En la web, por lo tanto, la presencia no se mide solo por la generacion de contenidos, sino por promover el
«encuentro de corazones». Asi se podrd ayudar a quienes sufren «y necesitan conocer al Sefior». Asi podran
sanar sus heridas. Asi cada uno podra volver a ponerse en pie y «encontrar un sentido» a su vida. Pero todo nace
de un esfuerzo comun, de aceptar la propia pobreza, «dejando caer todas las mascaras» y reconociendo la
necesidad intrinseca del Evangelio.

St. Dominic of Guzman, priest,
Founder of the Order of The
Preachers

For a Christian to live one’s life entirely
consumed by Christ, to be united with
Him in prayer, to have the Name of Jesus
always on one’s lips, might seem an
impossible ideal. And yet, we know of great men and
women throughout history who have lived up to that
ideal more or less closely. One of these was Dominic

Guzman, St Dominic, an exact contemporary of St
Francis, who, like the Poor Man of Assisi, tried to
conform his life to the model of Jesus Christ.

The two preachers

Dominic’s story begins in 1170, with his birth in the
small mountain village of Caleruega in Spain. Growing
up in a pious family the young Dominic was steeped in
the teachings of the Gospel. Perhaps inspired by the
example of his uncle, who was a priest, a religious
vocation seemed like a natural path for the young man.
At age 24, Dominic was ordained, and soon became a

Canon in the Cathedral of Osma. He was very close to
the Bishop, Diego de Acebo, and at one point
accompanied his Bishop on a diplomatic mission to
Denmark. Returning from their mission by way of
Rome, they asked permission to evangelize the
northern pagans.

But closer to home, a dangerous heresy, known as

Catharism or Albigensianism, had sprung up and was
beginning to spread among the people in the region
around the city of Toulouse. Recognizing their zeal for
the Faith, the Pope of the time, Innocent III, sent them
to preach, not among the distant heathens, but among
the heretics of their own lands.

A man of encounter

Shortly after their return to France, Bishop Diego died,
and Dominic was left alone to confront the growing
heresy. He began the work of evangelization in earnest,
meeting with Albigensians, preaching to them and
exhorting them, debating with them privately and
publicly. It was demanding work, but Dominic’s fervour
never diminished.

Dominic was able to win a hearing from the heretics
through the strength of his character, and because his
life reflected his preaching. His affable manner,
combined with a steely determination, gained him the
respect of his adversaries. Years went by until, in 1215, a
new opportunity arose.

Dominic himself, life was drawing to a close. On 6
August 1221, only a few years after the papal approval of
his Order, Dominic Guzman breathed his last in the
Dominican convent in Bologna. Just thirteen years
later, he was proclaimed a saint by Pope Gregory IX,
who had known the great founder and preacher
personally. Years later, St Dominic was described by one
of his spiritual children as being “as tender as a mother,
but as strong as a diamond.”

Hablar con Jesus o hablar de Jesus, nada
mas.

Los dos predicadores

Caleruega, localidad de montafia en la vieja Castilla.
Corre el 1170 cuando Domingo comienza su historia.
En su familia hay un tio sacerdote y el Evangelio se
vuelve para el nifilo y después adolescente como el
pan que se come. A sus 24 afos el sacerdocio es la
perspectiva mas que natural. Domingo entra entre los
canodnigos de la catedral de Osma porque se lo pide el
obispo Diego, quien después lo lleva consigo en
mision a Dinamarca. En los alrededores de Tolosa
asisten a la difusion de la herejia de los cataros,
convencidos de que Jesus es hombre pero no Dios. La
necesidad de hablar, explicar y testimoniar la fe
enciende en los dos una certidumbre: su mision solo
puede ser la predicacion a los paganos y en el 1206
van a pedirselo al Papa.

El hombre del encuentro

Inocencio III esta de acuerdo sobre la mision, pero no
sobre sus destinatarios. Son los albigenses, otro
nombre de los cataros, con los que Diego y Domingo
deben medirse. Regresan a Francia y poco después
Diego muere. Domingo se queda solo para afrontar la
ola de la herejia y lo hace con pasion, encontrando,
exhortando y debatiendo en publico y en privado. Es
una actividad que agota, pero Domingo es entusiasta.
Y no tiene la postura de un doctor pedante. Mas bien
su mirada, sus modos constantemente afables, la
coherencia entre lo que dice y lo que hace, suscitan
respeto y simpatia, reducen las distancias de los
adversarios. Transcurren los afios y las jornadas asi,
después, en el 1215, cambia el escenario cambia.

Para Domingo es la ultima etapa, que culmina el 6 de
agosto de 1221 cuando muere circundado por sus
frailes en el amado convento de Bolonia. Apenas 13
anos mas tarde, Gregorio IX, que lo habia conocido
personalmente, lo proclama Santo. Desde las
montafias de Castilla sube a lo alto el hombre que,
como dijo el gran hermano Lacordaire, fue “tierno
como una mamad, fuerte como un diamante".
