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“] Have Come to Setlthe Eart}‘ on Fire..” — Luke 12:49-53

Jesus says in Luke 12:49, “I have come to set the earth on fire, and how I wish it were already blazing!” What does
He mean by this? Is it a metaphor—or the deepest desire of His heart?

Hermeneutics, or the interpretation of Scripture, is something we must take seriously, especially with passages
like this. We must never interpret Scripture according to our convenience.

In Jewish tradition, fire is almost always a symbol of judgment. So, in their understanding, Jesus’ words would
have signified the coming of His kingdom as a time of divine reckoning. However, there is a deeper desire in the
heart of Jesus.

In Luke 12:49, fire also represents the purifying power of the Holy Spirit and the love of God. It signifies Jesus’
mission to ignite a spiritual fire within individuals and the world—leading to purification, zeal, and a deeper

relationship with God. This fire is not meant to be destructive, but rather to illuminate, refine, and inspire.

A Call to Unity and Transformation

Today, as your pastor and servant, I make a call to unity. Let the Holy Spirit illuminate our minds and hearts,

transform us, purify us, and help us grow in a deeper relationship with God and with our neighbor.

Pope Leo XIV and the Assumption of Mary

Following the Angelus prayer in Castel Gandolfo, Pope Leo XIV marked the Solemnity of the Assumption of Mary by
entrusting his prayer for peace to her intercession. He pointed out that Mary “suffers for the evils that afflict her
children, especially the little ones and the weak.” Throughout the centuries, she has revealed her closeness to
those in need through messages and apparitions.

Pope Leo emphasized that we must not lose hope. He reiterated that God is greater than human sin and any
violence we face. “We must not resign ourselves to the dominance of conflict and weapons,” he said. With Mary, we
know that God continues to help us. Pope Leo affirmed that it is only through God’s mercy that “we can rediscover
the path of peace.”

The Fruits of the Holy Spirit In the face of the growing spread of violence in the world, Christians are called to
become peacemakers—agents of reconciliation, dialogue, and forgiveness. We must examine the fruits we are
producing. The fruits of the Holy Spirit are evident:

- Love (Charity): Willing the good of others; the foundation of all virtues.

- Joy: Deep, abiding happiness that comes from a relationship with God.

- Peace: Inner harmony and tranquility from being in right relationship with God and others.

- Patience: The ability to endure difficulties without complaint, born from love.

- Kindness: A gentle and compassionate attitude toward others, especially those in need.

- Goodness: Doing what is right and good in all circumstances. - Generosity: Freely giving of one's time, talents, and
resources.

- Gentleness: Being submissive to God and considerate of others. - Faithfulness: Being reliable and trustworthy.
- Modesty: Moderation in speech, dress, and behavior.

- Self-control: The ability to control one's desires and passions.

- Chastity: The proper use of one's sexuality according to their state in life. A Church Ablaze with Love

Christianity is paradoxical. Jesus was—and still is—a sign of contradiction to many. However, now more than ever,
humanity needs unity. We have seen enough of what is happening around the world and in our society today.
Pope Leo appealed for unity in a triptych of messages to priests celebrating a special Holy Year week in Rome. His
message was for all priests around the world. He urged them to act in communion with their superiors and to be
models of reconciliation in a world driven by conflict and division.

Destructive fire does not come from God. God brings life, renews the earth, and has the power to transform our
lives.

We need burning hearts—hearts that bring healing and God’s fire to those in need. Gratitude and Mission It is
powerful to witness our priests working for what matters most: the salvation of souls. Their zeal and dedication to
serving the vulnerable, the sick, the dying, the marginalized, and the forgotten is a testament to being consumed
by the fire of God’s love.

I sincerely express my gratitude to the IHM Family of Faith, all our ministries, and people of goodwill for their
support and unity during our fiesta. You made a difference and are becoming an inspiration for our youth.
May the Lord grant us the grace to continue our mission of building His kingdom and bringing others to God.
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“He venido a traell fuego 34:1 tierra..” — Lucas 12:49-53

US Catholics look to St. Maximilian Kolbe in efforts to
abolish death penalty

August 14 marks the liturgical feast of St. Maximilian Kolbe, who gave his life in 1941 in the Nazi death camp at Auschwitz to save
the life of a young father. Now patron saint of the pro-life movement, the Polish priest provides a guiding light to Catholics who
seek to abolish the death penalty, such as the Catholic Mobilizing Network, a nonprofit working for that goal in the United
States. In 2018, Pope Francis modified the text of the Catechism of the Catholic Church to explicitly denounce the death penalty,
which now reads: “The Church teaches, in the light of the Gospel, that ‘the death penalty is inadmissible because it is an attack
on the inviolability and dignity of the person’.” Krisanne Vaillancourt Murphy, Executive Director of Catholic Mobilizing
Network, sat down with Vatican News to offer her take on the current situation of the death penalty and how public perception
and laws are gradually changing.
Q: What are some of the current realities of the death penalty landscape in the United States at this moment in 2025?
In December, the anti-death penalty movement celebrated a historic and successful campaign for federal death row
commutations when then-President Joe Biden commuted the sentences of 37 of the 40 individuals who were on the federal
death row. Now, just seven months later the United States has seen a recent uptick in state-level executions.So far this year, ten
states have taken the lives of 28 individuals—an increase from the total 25 executions in the United States throughout 2024. And
within just the next month alone, another four men face state-sanctioned death.
We’ve also seen states pursuing the use of capital punishment in new ways, including through new or revitalized execution
methods, and in a few states, legislation to expand the way the death penalty can be applied.
Q: You know the ins and outs of the death penalty abolition movement, beyond the headlines of execution numbers. What is
important for people to know about this moment that they may not otherwise know?
In light of this uptick in executions, many have asked: What does this mean for the progress of death penalty abolition?
In many ways, capital punishment is like the light we see from distant stars—it burns not because it’s alive and well, but
because it takes time for us to see that it has already died.
This is certainly true of the U.S. system of capital punishment today.
Many of the individuals executed this year were sentenced to death more than 20 or 30 years ago. Sometimes, they were
sentenced under laws that have since been changed—Ilike the right for a judge to override a jury—but were not applied
retroactively. And in several cases, juries have publicly stated that if they had seen all of the evidence available today that was
not presented at trial, they would have never voted for death in the first place.
These cases are relics of the past. But when we look to the present, we realize there is so much more evidence of hope.
For example, new death sentences remain near historic lows. So far in 2025, only ten people have been sentenced to death in
just six states—a 30% decrease compared to the same period last year.
Public opinion polls and analyses also demonstrate that the American population is largely falling out of favor with the practice
of capital punishment. In November 2024, Gallup reported that death penalty support had dropped to just 53%—the lowest it’s
been since the 1970s.
Young adults are leading this charge. 42% of Gen Z reportedly favor the death penalty compared to 62% of Baby Boomers.
Two decades ago, all of these generation groups supported the death penalty at a rate that was within just three points of the
national average. As younger generations have entered into adulthood, they have broken away from this average, supporting
the death penalty less and less.
Q: What is the role of Catholics in this shift away from death penalty support?
Additional studies have explored these declines not by generational gaps, but by religious affiliations.
Positively, Catholic support for the death penalty declined more than any other religious demographic between the 1970s and
2022. The decline in Catholic support for the death penalty was even stronger for those who identified as weekly mass-goers
(Associate of Religion Data Archives).
What this analysis demonstrates is that what the Church teaches truly matters, and those who are in the pews to hear the
teaching reflect those beliefs in their opinions on the death penalty.
Q: How are we, as Catholics, called to hold onto hope, despite these moments that may feel like setbacks—particularly in this
Jubilee Year?
As the Executive Director of the national Catholic nonprofit working to end the death penalty in the United States, I find both
resolve and hope for our continued work—even amid challenges—because of the progress I've seen happen, especially the
progress that has been led by Catholics.
This year, we are particularly invested in finding hope in our midst as we answer the Jubilee Year’s call to be Pilgrims of Hope.
But even beyond this special commemoration, we are blessed with a liturgical calendar that includes sign posts of hope all year
long, each and every year.
One of those sign posts comes today (August 14), when we celebrate the feast day of our patron saint, St. Maximilian Kolbe, OFM
Conv. St.Maximilian, a Conventual Franciscan, was arrested by the German Gestapo and placed in Auschwitz, the Nazi death
camp. While imprisoned there, St. Maximilian took the place of a young father who had been chosen to die in the starvation
chamber. After three weeks without food, St. Maximilian was the only prisoner still alive in the starvation chamber. He was
executed by a lethal injection of carbolic acid. The young father whose life St. Maximilian saved, Franciszek Gajowniczek, lived
until 1995. Today, St. Maximilian is remembered as the patron saint of prisoners, families, and the pro-life movement.
I pray that St. Maximilian will continue to intercede for us in our ongoing efforts to abolish capital punishment here in the
United States, and that he will bring hope to those who are weighed down by the heavy weight of state-sanctioned death.

Lo verdadero, lo justo, lo bello

En una época en la que las relaciones entre las instituciones y los pueblos han sido "radicalmente" transformadas por las
redes sociales, cabe preguntarse "como los algoritmos, y las maquinas que los procesan, pueden servir a la humanidad,
en la verdad, el conocimiento, la conciencia y la belleza", sefial6 Ruffini en el texto leido a los mas de 150 delegados de 30
naciones por monsenor Janvier Yameogo, oficial de la Direccion de Teologia Pastoral del mismo Dicasterio. La
respuesta”, aiadié Ruffini, invitandoles a reflexionar sobre la relacién "entre los seres humanos y los algoritmos", reside
"en impedir que los algoritmos y sus procesadores creen un sistema de dominacion que lo pulverice todo, ignorando lo
verdadero, lo justo y lo bello", sacrificando la singularidad y la dignidad individuales.

Por otra parte, reflexiono, nos encontramos en una encrucijada: por un lado esta la "dictadura de la maquina, impulsada
por el pensamiento totalitario"; por otro, "la libertad humana, sin la cual no hay verdad". De ahi el lamamiento a
reforzar la capacidad de los profesionales de los medios de comunicacion para "educar a sus distintos publicos" en la
necesidad de "promover y preservar" los valores humanos en un mundo "fuertemente influido por el progreso
tecnoldgico, en particular la inteligencia artificial (IA)".

Con los demas

La comunicacion es ante todo un "don reciproco de nosotros mismos", que surge de la relacion que establecemos "unos
con otros", sefialo Ruffini. Y la comunion "es lo que nos hace miembros los unos de los otros": es el "secreto” de la
comunicacion de la Iglesia, en el espiritu del Sinodo sobre la sinodalidad. Hoy, cuando el planeta "se hunde" en una
espiral de violencia y guerra, con dificultades cada vez mayores para "construir espacios de encuentro y dialogo, con
vistas al bien comun y a la paz", ninguna Iglesia o comunidad particular "puede pensar en vivir aislada": nuestro
bienestar estd "ligado" al de los demas.

Los vinculos espontdneos e "incluso informales" que la tecnologia nos permite crear pueden verse entonces como "una
riquezay un recurso" para promover una experiencia cada vez mas articulada "del nosotros eclesial" con conciencia y
discernimiento", manteniendo al mismo tiempo una "adecuada gestion ética" de la inteligencia artificial y marcos
normativos "centrados" en la persona humana, como ha subrayado recientemente el Papa Ledén XIV.

Las aportaciones a la conferencia

calificado de "esencial" el compromiso de los trabajadores de los medios de comunicacion de "anclar su trabajo en los
valores perdurables de la verdad, la justicia, la responsabilidad y la compasion".

Poor Ladies

A family gathered together in prayer
Bernard was born in 1090 at Fontaine, in
France, of a good family. When he was 22,
after having studied grammar and rhetoric,
he entered the monastery founded by Robert
of Molesme at Citeaux (in Latin, Cistercium -- the order
centred around the monastery were thus known as
Cistercians). Twelve companions joined him, including
four brothers, an uncle, and a cousin. Following his
example, many of his relatives undertook to enter
religious life.

Jesus and Mary

For Bernard, the monastic life should involve work,
contemplation, and prayer; and revolve around two fixed
points: Jesus and Mary. For the Cistercian abbot, Christ is
all: “When you discuss or speak, nothing has any flavour
for me, if T have not heard you resound the Name of Jesus
(Sermons on the Song of Songs, XV). And Mary, St Bernard
writes, leads us to Jesus: “In dangers, In dangers, in
doubts, in difficulties, think of Mary, call upon Mary. Let
not her name depart from your lips, never suffer it to
leave your heart. And that you may more surely obtain
the assistance of her prayer, neglect not to walk in her
footsteps. With her for guide, you shall never go astray...”
(Homily IT on the text Missus est).

The four grades of love

In his work On Loving God, Bernard points out the path

of humility in order to achieve love of God. He exhorts

us to love God without measure. For the Cistercian monk,
there are four fundamental degrees or grades of love:

Love of oneself for oneself: “First, one loves oneself
for one’s own sake. Seeing, then, that by himself he
cannot subsist, he begins to seek God by means of faith.”

Love of God for love of self: “In the second grade,
then, one loves God, but for oneself, not for Him.
Beginning then to attend to God and to honour Him, in
relation to one’s own needs.”

Love of God for God: “The soul passes to the third
grade, loving God not for oneself, but for Him. In this
degree we stop for a long time; indeed, I do not know if in
this life it is possible to reach the fourth grade.”

Love of self for God: “That degree, that is, in which
one loves himself only for love of God. Then, there will be
a wonderful almost forgetfulness of self, almost
abandoning of oneself so that everything tends toward
God, so much so as to be one spirit only with Him.”

The mellifluous doctor

Bernard of Clairvaux died on 20 August 1153; he was
proclaimed a saint by Pope Alexander IIT in 1174. Pope
Pius XII dedicated an encyclical to him, entitled Doctor
mellifluus, in which he recalled, in particular, these
words of St Bernard: “Jesus is honey on the lips, melody
in the ear, joy in the heart.” “The mellifluous doctor,” the
Pope wrote, ““The ‘Doctor Mellifluus,’ ‘the last of the
Fathers, but certainly not inferior to the earlier ones,’
was remarkable for such qualities of nature and of mind,
to which God added an abundance of heavenly gifts.”

Jesus y Maria

Para Bernardo la vida mondstica debe ser sostenida por el
trabajo, la contemplacion y la oracion; teniendo dos
estrellas fijas: Jesus y Maria. Para el abad cisterciense,
Cristo es todo: «Cuando discutes o hablas, nada tiene
sabor para mi, si no siento resonar el nombre de Jesus».
(Sermones en Cantica Canticorum XV). Maria —escribe
Bernardo— conduce a Jesus: «en los peligros, en las
angustias, en las incertezas, piensa en Maria, invoca a
Maria. Que Ella no se aparte nunca de tus labios, no se
aparte nunca de tu corazon; y para que obtengas la ayuda
de su oracion, no olvides nunca el ejemplo de su vida. Si la
sigues, no puedes desviarte; si la invocas, no puedes
desesperar; si piensas en ella, no puedes equivocarte...»
(Hom. II super «Missus est»).

Los cuatro grados del amor

En el De diligendo Deo Bernardo indica la via de la
humildad para alcanzar el amor de Dios. Exhorta a amar al
Sefior sin medida y enumera cuatro grados de amor:

1) Primer grado del amor - El hombre se ama por si mismo:
«En primer lugar, pues, se ama el hombre a si por si
mismo... Cuando ve que no puede subsistir por si mismo,
comienza a buscar Dios por la fe».

2) Segundo grado del amor - El hombre ama a Dios por si
mismo: «En el segundo grado ama a Dios, pero por si
mismo, no por EL. Sus miserias y necesidades le impulsan a
acudir con frecuencia a El en la meditacion, la lectura, la
oracion y la obediencia. Dios se le va revelando de un modo
sencillo y humano, y se le hace amable». )

3) Tercer grado del amor - El hombre ama a Dios por El
mismo: «... pasa «[el hombre] al grado tercero, en el que
ama a Dios no por si mismo, sino por El. Aqui permanece
mucho tiempo, y no sé si en esta vida puede hombre
alguno elevarse al cuarto grado...».

4) Cuarto grado del amor - El hombre se ama asi mismo
por Dios: «...que consiste en amarse solamente por Dios.
[...]. Olvidado por completo de si, y totalmente perdido, se
lanza sin reservas hacia Dios, y estrechandose con €l se
hace un espiritu con El».

Doctor Mellifluus

Bernardo muere el 20 de agosto de 1153. Alejandro III lo
proclama santo en 1174. Pio XII le dedica una carta enciclica
titulada Doctor Mellifluus, en la cual se recuerdan en
particular, estas palabras de Bernardo: «Jesus es miel en
la boca, cantico en el oido, jubilo en el corazon». «El doctor
melifluo, ultimo de los padres, pero ciertamente, no
inferior a los primeros —escribe el Pontifice— se distinguid
por tales dotes de mente y de animo, que Dios afiadid
abundancia de dones celestes».
