Pope at Jubilee: Consolation is found in ‘firm and stable’

faith
Pope Leo XIV presides at a prayer vigil for the Jubilee of Consolation, and invites
everyone who has experienced hardship or loss to embrace faith in Christ, so that
pain may not lead to violence but forgiving love. ,

Around 9,000 pilgrims gathered in St. Peter’s Basilica on Monday evening to take part in a prayer vigi
Consolation.
The special event of the Holy Year was dedicated to everyone who has endured moments of particular difficulty,
bereavement, suffering, or hardship.
Pope Leo XVI led pilgrims in the Liturgy of the Word, which included two testimonies from women who have suffered an
especially traumatic loss of a loved one.
Testimonies of reconciliation amid pain
Diane Foley, mother of the late American journalist James Foley, told her story of faith and her reconciliation with a
member of the so-called Islamic State who killed her son.
He was serving in Syria as an independent conflict journalist in 2012 when he was kidnapped, starved, tortured, and
publicly beheaded in August 2014, because he was an American journalist and a Christian.
Ms. Foley shared her struggle not to become bitter but to turn to God despite her anger. She looked to Mary, whose son
was also killed despite His innocence, saying the Blessed Mother's example taught her to walk in faith and trust in God.
After two of the jihadists from the so-called "Beatles Cell” were arrested and brought to trial in the United States, Ms.
Foley requested a meeting with Alexanda Kotey, one of the men who killed her son. During their meeting, Mr. Kotey
expressed "much remorse," said Ms. Foley. "God gave me the grace to see him as a fellow sinner in need of mercy, like
me," she said.
Lucia Di Mauro Montanino shared the pain she and her daughter endured after her husband, a security guard, was
murdered by a group of young men in the Italian city of Naples.
A few years after the youngest of the group—17-year-old Antonio—was sentenced to 22 years in prison, he asked to meet
Ms. Di Mauro and ask her forgiveness.
"In front of me I found a boy who was trembling, who was crying, who was asking forgiveness, and the only possible
thing was a long embrace," she said. "There I felt within me the desire and the possibility to transform pain into
something new."
When Antonio was released under supervision 14 years early, Ms. Di Mauro accompanied him and his new family "on his
winding path of rebirth."
"Reconciliation requires an active encounter, and it is what allowed Antonio to build a new life and me to make sense of
my husband’s death,"” she said
God's closeness in times of darkness
In his address, Pope Leo reflected on humanity’s need for comfort and consolation amid the many wars and personal
losses people endure every day.
“In times of darkness, even when all outward appearances suggest otherwise, God does not abandon us,” he said.
“Rather, it is precisely in these moments that we are invited more than ever to place our hope in the closeness of the
Savior who never forsakes us.”
The Pope noted that those who suffer look around for someone to offer some form of consolation, but often find no one.
At times, he added, tears are the only consolation we find, a consolation of which he said we should never be ashamed,
since they express our weak and tested humanity’s silent cry.
We may find ourselves questioning the nature of evil and how God can let evil exist. Yet, said the Pope, we should turn to
Sacred Scripture to help us journey from questioning to faith.
If we turn our questions into pleas and supplications for justice and peace from God, we turn our hope to Jesus, who is
the bridge between God and humanity.
“Consolation is found when faith stands ‘firm and stable, where it was once ‘unformed and hesitant’ like a boat in a
storm,” said Pope Leo. “Where there is evil, we must seek the comfort and consolation that can overcome it and give it no
respite.”
Forgiveness keeps pain from turning to violence
The Pope noted that the testimonies of Ms. Foley and Ms. Di Mauro Montanino reveal the truth that “pain must not give
rise to violence,” since love can conquer hatred.
Forgiveness, he said, offers us a foretaste of the Kingdom of God on earth, breaking the cycle of evil and establishing
justice grounded in God’s mercy.
“The Church, some of whose members have unfortunately hurt you, kneels with you today before our Mother,” he said.
“May we all learn from her to protect the most vulnerable with tenderness!”
Pope Leo XIV invited everyone to allow God to comfort us in our pain, rather than relying on our own strength of will.
“Our loved ones who have been separated from us by sister death are not lost and do not fade into the void,” he said.
“Their lives belong to the Lord, the Good Shepherd, who embraces them and holds them close.”
In conclusion, the Pope appealed for an end to the crushing weight of violence, hunger, and war that are causing
immense suffering to entire populations.
“Even in the midst of so much arrogance,” said Pope Leo, “we are certain that God will inspire hearts and hands to
provide help and consolation: peacemakers who can comfort those who are in pain and sadness.”

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Spending, Like St. John Vianney, the Billions of God’s Mercy We’ve Received
Dear brothers and sisters,
This Sunday’s Gospel is an invitation to choose God and to remember:
“No servant can serve two masters. He will either hate one and love the other.”
You must decide! You cannot serve both at the same time.
Why do we postpone conversion and so often ignore this message?
Perhaps because we are comfortable living double lives. But this is not right—it is the path to perdition.
If you are serving the world or the god of money, these may promise you much, but in the end, they give you nothing.
God promises you nothing, yet He gives you everything—eternal life.
Oh, how generous is our God!
St. John Vianney and the “Fatal Love” of Money
Saint John Vianney preached against the love of money, calling it a "fatal love" that causes people to forget God.
In his sermons, he explained that an excessive desire for wealth is avarice—a disordered love of worldly goods that leads to
unhappiness and spiritual ruin.
Key Themes in St. John Vianney's Teaching on Money:
e A Spiritual Distraction:
Vianney taught that avarice leads people to pursue earthly possessions rather than heavenly ones. In his Little
Catechism, he said avarice “makes us forget the good God, prayer, the sacraments, that we may love the goods of this
world—gold and silver and lands.” He compared a soul devoted to worldly things to an empty reed: “Earthly riches are like
the reed. Its roots are sunk in the swamp, and its exterior is fair to behold; but inside it is hollow
and without strength.”
o The Path to True Riches:
Vianney contrasted the temporary and hollow nature of worldly wealth with the lasting riches of a soul enriched by
God’s grace. A soul “poorer in spirit” could be filled with true richness. He taught that spiritual prosperity comes from
charity and generosity: “To receive much, we need to give much.”
o Charity for the Poor:
Vianney was known for his love of the poor, often giving away his own possessions. He established an orphanage in Ars
and, after receiving the Legion of Honor, sold the medallion and donated the money to the orphanage. He viewed acts of
charity not as almsgiving, but as repaying a debt to the poor.
e Running After Crosses, Not Cash:
Vianney said: “We ought to run after crosses as the miser runs after money.” He explained that crosses—misfortune,
humiliation, sacrifice—are what will reassure us on Judgment Day.

This is not a message against the rich, but an appeal to our conscience: How attached are we to money?

How do we use it?

How often do we use it to buy what is not honorable?

How often is it used to control others?

Do we reproach or manipulate others with our giving, and withdraw support when we are not pleased?

True giving to the Church means serving others with compassion and expecting nothing in return.

It mirrors God’s selfless love—giving to those in need, especially the poor, and using our resources to benefit others rather
than ourselves.

True giving stems from love, justice, and solidarity.

It recognizes that all people and possessions are gifts from God, and that our true wealth lies not in what we have, but in
what we give.

The use of money as a tool for control is a form of idolatry that corrupts the Church and harms the poor.

A Personal Examination

Let us ask ourselves:

Where am I in my detachment from possessions and wealth? Do I complain about what I lack, or am I content with what I
have? In the name of money or opportunity, am I tempted to sacrifice relationships or time with others? Do I sacrifice
legality and honesty on the altar of covetousness? Pope Leo XIV said: “The gravest poverty is not to know God.”

Having Him accompany us on the journey of life puts material wealth into perspective, because “we discover the real
treasure that we need.”

Conclusion

Let us give with God’s style—not expecting anything in return.
Let us empty ourselves, as Jesus did for us on the cross.

This is the root of true and unconditional love.

In the end, we give from what we have freely received.

Only with this attitude do we truly serve the Lord our God.

San Juan Vianney predicé contra el amor al dinero, llamandolo "amor fatal'que hace que las personas se olviden
de Dios. En sus sermones, explico que el deseo excesivo de riqueza es **avaricia**—un amor desordenado por los
bienes mundanos que conduce a la infelicidad y a la ruina espiritual.
o Temas Clave en la Ensefianza de San Juan Vianney sobre el Dinero:
Una Distraccion Espiritual: Vianney ensefio que la avaricia lleva a las personas a perseguir posesiones terrenales en
lugar de las celestiales. En su Pequetio Catecismo, dijo que la avaricia “nos hace olvidar al buen Dios, la oracién, los
sacramentos, para que amemos los bienes de este mundo—oro, plata y tierras.” Comparo6 un alma dedicada a lo
mundano con una cafia vacia:
» “Lasriquezas terrenales son como la cafia. Sus raices estan hundidas en el pantano, y su exterior es hermoso de ver;
pero por dentro esta hueca y sin fuerza.”*
» El Camino hacia las Verdaderas Riquezas:
Vianney contrasto la naturaleza temporal y vacia de la riqueza mundana con las riquezas duraderas de un alma
enriquecida por la gracia de Dios. Un alma “pobre en espiritu” puede llenarse de esta verdadera riqueza. Ensefid que la
prosperidad espiritual proviene de la caridad y la generosidad: “Para recibir mucho, necesitamos dar mucho.”*
e Caridad hacia los Pobres:
Vianney era conocido por su amor a los pobres, y a menudo daba sus propias posesiones. Establecié un orfanato en Ars
y, tras recibir la Legién de Honor, vendié la medalla y dond el dinero al orfanato. Veia los actos de caridad no como
limosna, sino como el pago de una deuda a los pobres.
e Correr Tras las Cruces, No el Dinero:
Este no es un mensaje contra los ricos, sino un llamado a nuestra conciencia:
;Qué tan apegados estamos al dinero? ;Cémo lo usamos? ;Con qué frecuencia lo usamos para comprar lo que no es
honorable? ;Con qué frecuencia se usa para controlar a otros? jReprochamos o manipulamos a otros con nuestra
generosidad, y retiramos el apoyo cuando no estamos satisfechos?
Dar verdaderamente a la Iglesia** significa servir a los demds con compasion y sin esperar nada a cambio.
Refleja el amor desinteresado de Dios—dar a los necesitados, especialmente a los pobres, y usar nuestros recursos para
beneficiar a otros en lugar de a nosotros mismos.

La verdadera generosidad nace del amor, la justicia y la solidaridad.
Reconoce que todas las personas y posesiones son dones de Dios, y que nuestra verdadera riqueza no esta en lo que
tenemos, sino en lo que damos.

Padre Ganni: "un verdadero cristiano

De la Amazonia a Irak, Ledn XIV recuerda al padre Ragheed Ganni, un sacerdote caldeo de Mosul "que -dice- renuncié a luchar
para dar testimonio de como se comporta un verdadero cristiano". El padre Ganni, amenazado desde hacia meses, fue
asesinado después de misa el 3 de junio de 2007 por terroristas del autodenominado Estado Islamico; tres jovenes diaconos
perdieron la vida con él. En 2019 concluyd la fase diocesana del proceso de beatificacion; dos afios antes, en la celebracion en
memoria de los nuevos martires en la basilica de San Bartolomé de Roma, el Papa Francisco habia llevado su estola roja.
Hermano Tofi: un hombre de paz

En el ecumenismo de sangre que, dice el Papa, "une a los cristianos de diferentes filiaciones" porque "la unidad viene de la
Cruz del Sefior", Leon XIV recuerda también al "Hermano Francisco Tofi, anglicano y miembro de la Melanesian Brotherhood,
que dio su vida por la paz en las Islas Salomdén. Hombre manso, comprometido en el proceso de desarme y reconciliacién
entre las facciones que habian desencadenado la guerra civil en la isla de Guadalcanal, fue asesinado con otros seis hermanos
el 24 de abril de 2003.

“Los ejemplos serian muchos, porque desgraciadamente, a pesar del fin de las grandes dictaduras del siglo XX, la persecucion
de los cristianos todavia no ha terminado, es mas, ha aumentado en algunas partes del mundo”.

Un mundo mejor

Por ultimo, el Papa recuerda a un nifio pakistani, Abish Masih, asesinado en un atentado contra la iglesia catdlica de
Yohannabad, el 15 de marzo de 2015 en Lahore, que "habia escrito en su cuaderno: Hacer del mundo un lugar mejor". Abish
tenia diez afios cuando murié a consecuencia de las heridas sufridas en el atentado contra la iglesia, en el que murieron otras
15 personas. Asistia a las escuelas de paz de la Comunidad de Sant'Egidio, y su cuaderno se conserva en la Basilica de San
Bartolomeo all'Isola de Roma, santuario de los nuevos martires de los siglos XX y XXI.

“Que el suetio de este nifio nos estimule a dar testimonio valiente de nuestra fe, para ser juntos fermento de una humanidad
pacifica y fraterna”

Hacer memoria

A continuacion, el Pontifice asegura que los martires de hoy de todas las tradiciones cristianas no seran olvidados, por lo que

reafirma el compromiso de la Iglesia catdlica de preservar su memoria. La Comisidon para los Nuevos Martires, en el Dicasterio
para las Causas de los Santos, en colaboracion con el Dicasterio para la Promocion de la Unidad de los Cristianos, cumple esta
tarea.

“Que la sangre de tantos testigos acerque el dia bendito en que beberemos del mismo céliz de salvacién”.

Lamparas encendidas

Durante la celebracion, se recordd en diversas lenguas a varios martires de este tiempo, como sor Leonella Sgorbati,
misionera de la Consolata, asesinada in odium fidei en Mogadiscio, Somalia, el 17 de septiembre de 2006, delante del hospital
pediatrico donde trabajaba. Fue beatificada el 26 de mayo de 2018, el dia en que recibié el sacramento de la Confirmacién en
Piacenza, su tierra natal. Escribié a sus hermanas para que fueran “auténticos testigos de Cristo en nuestra vida cotidiana,
aqui donde estamos”. Lo que ella, con su vida de servicio, siempre ha llevado a cabo.

También se ha recordado a los cristianos evangélicos asesinados por terroristas en la Misién de Silgadji, en Burkina Faso, el 29
de abril de 2019, el primer atentado contra fieles reunidos en un lugar de culto en el pais. Un pensamiento también para los
veintiun coptos ortodoxos asesinados en Libia el 15 de febrero de 2015, eran 20 egipcios y un ghanés, fueron degollados en la
playa de Sirte donde trabajaban por no renegar de su fe. Los hombres del autodenominado Estado Islamico los mataron. Sus
cuerpos fueron encontrados mas tarde, en 2017, en una fosa comun. El Papa Francisco también los incluy6 en el Martirologio
Romano "como signo de la comunion espiritual” que une a las Iglesias catdlica y copta ortodoxa.

Para recordarlos, se encendieron varias lamparas, colocadas a los pies de la cruz, porque la luz de la fe nunca muere, como no
muere el amor de Cristo por quienes le siguen.

At the conclusion of his weekly General Audience, Pope Leo XIV expresses his
“deepest” sympathy for the people of Gaza. He renews his appeal for a ceasefire,
the release of hostages, a diplomatic solution to the crisis, and full respect for
international humanitarian law.

“I express my deepest sympathy to the Palestinian people in Gaza, who continue to live in fear and survive in
unacceptable conditions, forced—once again—from their lands,” Pope Leo XIV said at his General Audience on
Wednesday morning.

Israeli forces launched a massive new military offensive against Gaza’s largest population centre, Gaza City, on
Tuesday, ordering civilians to flee the city amid the most intense bombardment they have faced in almost two
years of war. Hamas has said 350,000 people have fled the eastern part of the city for displacement centres in
other parts of Gaza City, while another 175,000 have fled the city altogether.

Inviolable human dignity of every person must be respected

Invoking “the Almighty Lord, who commanded ‘Thou shalt not kill,” and “in the presence of all humanity,” Pope
Leo on Wednesday declared, “Every person always has an inviolable dignity, to be respected and protected.”
The Holy Father went on to renew his appeal for “a ceasefire, for the release of the hostages, for a negotiated
diplomatic solution, and for full respect for international humanitarian law.”

Finally, Pope Leo invited “everyone” to join in his “heartfelt prayer that a dawn of peace and justice may soon
rise.”

St. Mattew, Apostle and

Evangelist
Tiberias sparkled and, as usual, Matthew
was there, sitting at the custom desk at
Capernaum, to collect the taxes that the i tl
Jews had to pay to the Romans. He was a publican,
despised by the people because he was considered in
league with the oppressors. Probably, Matthew had
become accustomed to it, but that day he heard a
different voice. A man told him, “Follow me,” and
Matthew got up and followed the man ever after. That
man was Jesus, and Matthew’s life was no longer as
before.
A sinner who meets Jesus
Levi organized a great banquet for Jesus, who went
with his disciples, stirring up the scorn of scribes and
Pharisees because there were in attendance publicans
and sinners. Jesus’ answer greatly touched Matthew.
“They that are well have no need of a physician, but
they that are sick,” said the Nazarene, adding, “For I
came not to call the just, but sinners.” Matthew, who
was a sinner, left everything and followed Jesus,
becoming one of the Twelve. He is also named a few
times in the Acts of the Apostles. The proclamation of
Christ would be his mission.
According to some sources, he would die of natural
causes. Other traditions, considered untrustworthy,
have it that his earthly life ended in Ethiopia. In the
description of the four beings of the Apocalypse (eagle,
ox, lion, man) Saint Matthew is associated with that of
man. His relics are located in the crypt of the Cathedral
of Salerno, where his feast day is marked with a solemn
procession.
Author of the Gospel for Jews
He is the author of the Holy Gospel according to St.
Matthew, which was almost certainly written not in
Greek but Aramaic. The Gospel of Matthew is written
with an audience of Christians of Jewish origin in mind:
the text emphasizes that Jesus is the Messiah who
fulfills the promises of the 0Old Testament.
From Matthew to Pope Francis, passing through
Caravaggio
His figure is dear to iconography. Particularly known is
the “Calling of St. Matthew” painted by Caravaggio
between 1599 and 1600, kept in the Church of St. Louis of
the French in Rome. An evocative painting in which light
plays a fundamental role, a symbol of grace, which does
not come from the window but from Jesus. A scene that
draws the viewer into the dramatic action: Jesus’ finger
points to Matthew, who in turn indicates himself, to ask
for confirmation of the call. The story of St. Matthew
and the painting of Caravaggio marked the life of Pope
Francis, who told of' it in his interview with Fr. Antonio
Spadaro, SJ, in La Civilta Cattolica in 2013, in which, in
relation to the figure of St. Matthew, the Holy Father
defines himself as “a sinner to whom the Lord turned
his eyes.”
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s. Mateo, apostol y evangelista

| Mateo era cobrador de impuestos en
Cafarnaum: recaudaba las tasas que los
el judios tenian que pagar a los romanos;
como todos los que se dedicaban a ese oficio, era
despreciado por el pueblo, que lo consideraba cercano a
los opresores. Probablemente Mateo se habia
acostumbrado a ello; pero un dia, cuando estaba
sentado en su oficina, oy una voz diferente. Un hombre
le dijo solamente: “Sigueme”. Y él se levanto y lo siguid,
para siempre. Ese hombre era Jesus, y la vida de Mateo
nunca mas volvio a ser como antes.
Un pecador que encuentra a Jesus
Levi ofrecio un gran banquete a Jesus, que fue a su casa
acompanado de sus discipulos, suscitando el
desconcierto y las criticas de los escribas y los fariseos
porque se sentaba a la mesa con recaudadores de
impuestos y pecadores. La respuesta de Jesus
impresiono a Mateo: “No tienen necesidad de médico
los que estan sanos, sino los que estan enfermos”, dijo
el Nazareno, afiadiendo: “De hecho, no he venido a
llamar a justos, sino a pecadores”. Mateo, que era un
pecador, dejé todo y comenzo a seguir a Jesus,
convirtiéndose en uno de los doce Apdstoles.
San Mateo es mencionado también en los Hechos de los
Apostoles. El anuncio de la Buena Noticia de Cristo
constituyd su mision. Segun algunas fuentes, muri6 por
causas naturales, mientras que segun otras tradiciones
-consideradas poco fiables- su vida terminé en Etiopia.
Sus reliquias se encuentran en la cripta de la Catedral
de Salerno (Italia), donde se le festeja el 21 de
septiembre con una solemne procesion.
En la descripcion de los cuatro seres del Apocalipsis
(aguila, toro, leon y hombre), San Mateo es asociado con
el de aspecto humano.
Autor del Evangelio destinado a los judios
San Mateo escribio el Evangelio que lleva su nombre
pensando en los cristianos de origen judio: en el texto
enfatiza que Jesus es el Mesias que cumple las
promesas del Antiguo Testamento. Se puede decir casi
con certeza que escribio en arameo.
Desde Mateo a Papa Francisco, pasando por Caravaggio
La figura de San Mateo es muy querida por la
iconografia. Particularmente conocida es la obra
“Vocacion de San Mateo”, pintada por Caravaggio entre
1599 y 1600, que se puede admirar en la Iglesia de San
Luis de los Franceses en Roma.
En esta sugestiva pintura, la luz, simbolo de la gracia,
juega un papel fundamental. La escena implica una
accion dramatica: el dedo de Jesus apunta a Mateo, que
aun tiene las monedas en la mano. La historia de San
Mateo y la pintura de Caravaggio han marcado la vida
del Papa Francisco. Lo cuenta él mismo una la
entrevista de 2013 realizada por el P. Antonio Spadaro
para “La Civilizacion Catdlica”, en la cual,
paragondndose a la figura de Mateo, el Pontifice se
define " un pecador en quien el Sefior ha puesto sus
0j0s”.
