Pope at orphanage in Cameroon: No one is ever forgotten

Pope Leo XIV visits the Ngul Zamba Orphanage in Yaoundé, and encourages children who have faced

hardship to see themselves as part of a loving family, thanking caregivers for their dedicated service.
¥ Pope Leo XIV visited the children and staff of the Ngul Zamba Orphanage, on Tuesday, his first day in

Cameroon Flrst addressmg the children, the Pope expressed his joy at belng with them and described the orphanage as a

place that has become a true home. He remlnded them that, above all, it is God who welcomes them as His children and

draws them close with love.

The Pope in his address emphasized the sense of family that could be felt within the orphanage, noting that the children

share similar life experiences of hardship.

"You form a true family here," he said, adding that their unity as brothers and sisters, gathered around Christ, gives them

strength and allows them to face life’s difficulties together.

The Pope acknowledged the challenges many of the children have faced, including loss, abandonment, and uncertainty. He

encouraged them not to define their future by these experiences.

"You are called to a future that is greater than your wounds," he said, reminding them that God is close to those who suffer

and knows each of them personally.

Turning then to the Gospel, Pope Leo XIV recalled that Jesus showed particular care for children and placed them at the

centre of his attention. He told the children that Christ looks upon them today with the same concern and affection.

"What are you discussing as you walk along?" Luke 24:13-35
Christ is risen!

Dear Brothers and Sisters:
Grace and peace from our risen Lord. This Sunday I am happy to
reflect with you on the importance of our conversation while we
are walking this road together. And I highly encourage you not to
get distracted by the noise of the world. We have all had difficult
moments in life, dark moments in which we walked in sadness,
pensive, without horizons, with only a wall before us. But Jesus is
always beside us to give us hope, to warm our hearts and to say: “Go
ahead, I am with you. Go ahead”. This also helps us to be aware of
his presence in the events of our daily life, of course without falling
into pantheism.

Think: In Catholic thought every conversation should be,
intentionally or habitually, consecrated to God.
¢ Conversation as Apostolate: Conversing with others is a form of
apostolate—a way to spread the faith, increase fervor in fellow
believers, and reach those outside the Church.
So let us always be careful about how we talk with others. I am not
saying that we should not talk, but silencing our minds and hearts
can help us to think and discover how much good or evil comes not
just from our mouths but also from our hearts. Saints and spiritual
masters overwhelmingly teach that gossip is a dangerous spiritual
disease, often termed a grave sin against charity and justice, that
ruins reputations, divides communities, and separates souls from
God. It is viewed as an act of the devil (the "great gossiper") that
destroys the unity of the church.
¢ Sin Against Charity and Justice: Gossip (detraction) is the
unnecessary sharing of someone's faults, even if true. It
violates the Eighth Commandment ("You shall not bear false
witness").
e The "Rule of Three" (St. Francis de Sales/Pope Francis): Before
speaking about someone, ask: Is it true? Is it necessary? Is it
kind?

In today’s Gospel the disciples of Emmaus where conversing about
"the things that happened to Jesus the Nazarene” but they were
wrong in their expectations and discouraged because they were
expecting a liberator, not a savior! This can help us to think: Who is
Jesus for me? Do I remember his teachings? What are my
disillusions?

Women can learn from the women of today’s Gospel who, after
going to the tomb, became witnesses of the resurrection. They even
had a vision of an angel, and they announced to the others that
Jesus was alive! You, too, can announce the good news; don’t let the
bad news overwhelm you! If the Lord is risen, then neither death
nor evil has any power! These women told the truth! Are you willing
to tell the truth? And the men confirmed that what they said was
true. They said, “Then some of those with us went to the tomb and
found things just as the women had described, but him they did not
see" Luke 24:24. Why did they not see him? Maybe because of the
hardness of their hearts and lack of faith? But at the breaking of
the bread their eyes were opened.

I pray that we can understand that when we come to Mass the Lord
speaks to us; he comes in our midst, gives us his peace, and
restores our lives. If this is not happening it is because we are not
listening to him. Yes, we are foolish and slow of heart to believe! Let
us ask the Lord to stay with us! Let us ask him to stay with his
church.

Pope Francis said in one of his homilies, “Jesus’ encounter with the
two disciples of Emmaus is a fleeting one. But the entire destiny of
the Church is contained within it. It tells us that the Christian
community is not enclosed within a fortified citadel, but rather
journeys along its most essential environment, which is the road.
And there, it encounters people with their hopes and
disappointments, burdensome at times. The Church listens to
everyone’s stories as they emerge from the treasure chest of
personal conscience, in order to then offer the Word of Life, the
witness of love, a love that is faithful until the end. And thus, the
hearts of people reignite with hope.”

Let us go forward with this hope! Because he is beside us and walks
with us. Always!

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;De qué vienen conversando por el camino?» (Lucas 24, 13-35)
iCristo ha resucitado!

Queridos hermanos y hermanas:
Graciay paz de parte de nuestro Sefior resucitado.
Este domingo me llena de alegria reflexionar con ustedes sobre la
importancia de nuestras conversaciones mientras caminamos juntos por
este camino, y los invito encarecidamente a no dejarnos distraer por el
ruido del mundo. Todos hemos pasado por momentos dificiles en la vida,
momentos oscuros en los que caminamos con tristeza, pensativos, sin
horizontes, con solo un muro frente a nosotros. Pero Jesus siempre esta a
nuestro lado para darnos esperanza, para encender nuestros corazones y
decirnos: “Sigue adelante, yo estoy contigo. Sigue adelante”.
Esto también nos ayuda a reconocer su presencia en los acontecimientos
de nuestra vida diaria, por supuesto sin caer en el panteismo.

Pensemos: en el pensamiento catdlico, toda conversacién deberia estar,
intencional o habitualmente, consagrada a Dios.

¢ Laconversacion como apostolado: conversar con otros es una forma
de apostolado; un medio para difundir la fe, fortalecer el fervor de los
creyentes y llegar a quienes estan fuera de la Iglesia.

Por eso, seamos siempre cuidadosos con la manera en que hablamos con
los demds. No estoy diciendo que no debamos hablar, pero silenciar
nuestra mente y nuestro corazén puede ayudarnos a reflexionary a
descubrir cuanto bien —o cuanto mal— puede brotar no solo de nuestra
boca, sino también de nuestro corazon.

Los santos y maestros espirituales ensefian de manera contundente que la
murmuracién es una enfermedad espiritual peligrosa, a menudo
considerada un grave pecado contra la caridad y la justicia, que arruina
reputaciones, divide comunidades y separa a las almas de Dios. Se la ve
como una acciéon del demonio (el “gran murmurador”) que destruye la
unidad de la Iglesia.

¢ Pecado contra la caridad y la justicia: la murmuracién (detraccion)
consiste en divulgar innecesariamente los defectos de alguien, incluso
si son verdaderos. Viola el Octavo Mandamiento: No daras falso
testimonio.

e La“reglade tres” (San Francisco de Sales / Papa Francisco): antes de
hablar de alguien, preguntate: ;Es verdad? ;Es necesario? ;Es
caritativo?

En el Evangelio de hoy, los discipulos de Emaus conversaban sobre lo que
habia pasado con Jesus el Nazareno, pero estaban equivocados en sus
expectativas y desanimados, porque esperaban un libertador, no un
Salvador. Esto nos ayuda a reflexionar: ;Quién es Jesus para mi? ;jRecuerdo
sus ensenanzas? ;Cuales son mis desilusiones?

Las Mujeres pueden aprender de las mujeres del Evangelio de hoy, quienes,
después de ir al sepulcro, se convirtieron en testigos de la Resurreccion.
Incluso tuvieron una visién de un dngel y anunciaron a los demads que
Jesus estaba vivo. {Tu también puedes anunciar la Buena Nueva; no
permitas que las malas noticias te abrumen! Si el Sefior ha resucitado,
entonces ni la muerte ni el mal tienen poder alguno.

Estas mujeres dijeron la verdad. ¢Estds dispuesto tu a decir la verdad? Y
los hombres confirmaron que lo que ellas decian era cierto: «Algunos de
los nuestros fueron al sepulcro y encontraron todo tal como habian dicho
las mujeres, pero a Kl no lo vieron» (Lucas 24, 24). ¢Por qué no lo vieron?
¢Tal vez por la dureza de su corazén ysu falta de fe? Pero al partir el pan,
sus 0jos se abrieron.

Oro para que comprendamos que cuando venimos a la Santa Misa, el
Setior nos habla; viene en medio de nosotros, nos da su paz y restaura
nuestra vida. Si esto no sucede, es porque no lo estamos escuchando. Si,
somos insensatos y tardos de corazon para creer. jPidamos al Sefior que se
quede con nosotros!

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St. George, Martyr

Countless stories are told about St. George,
including the famous episode of the dragon

and the girl saved by the saint. According to

the standard version of the legend, we hear that
in the city of Selem in Libya, there was a large
pond where a terrible dragon lived. To appease it,
the inhabitants offered him two sheep a day and later a sheep
and a child drawn by lot. One day the king's daughter was chosen,
and while she was heading toward the pond, George passed by
and pierced the dragon with his spear; a gesture that became a
symbol of faith triumphing over evil.

Who was St. George?

George, whose name in Greek means “farmer,” was born to a
Christian family in Cappadocia around the year 280. After moving
to Palestine, he joined the army of Diocletian. When the emperor
issued the edict of persecution against Christians in 303, George
gave all his belongings to the poor and, in front of Diocletian
himself, tore the document apart and professed his faith in
Christ. For this he suffered terrible torture and was eventually
beheaded.

Shortly after his death, a basilica was erected over the place of
his burial in Lydda (modern-day Lod, in Israel). His relics are still
visible today.

Among the most ancient documents attesting to the existence of
St. George, a Greek epigraph from 368 found in Heraclea of
Bethany speaks of the "house or church of the saints and
triumphant martyrs George and companions". A Passio Georgii
was classified among the hagiographic works by the Gelasianum
Decree of 496 and deemed apocryphal. There were many later
redactions of the Passio, which informed subsequent legends.

s.Jorge, martir
Sobre la figura de san Jorge, hay un sin fin de cuentos,
narraciones fantasiosas como la del episodio cuando salvé la
princesa de las garras del dragén, ocurrido en el periodo de las
cruzadas. Se cuenta que en la ciudad de Selem en Libia, habia un
gran estanque donde vivia un terrible dragon, para calmarlo los
habitantes de la ciudad, le ofrecian dos ovejas al dia y luego una
oveja y un joven escogido al azar. Un dia le tocd la suerte a la hija
del rey, y mientras la joven se dirigia hacia el estanque, paso6 por
alli don Jorge, y mato al dragon clavandole su lanza. Este gesto se
convirtié en el simbolo de la fe que triunfa sobre el mal.
¢Quién era san Jorge?
Jorge, cuyo nombre tiene un origen griego que significa
“agricultor”, nacio en el seno de una familia cristiana en la
Capadocia cerca del 280. Se traslado a Palestina y entré a formar
parte del ejército de Diocleciano. En el 303, cuando el emperador
emana el edicto de persecucion contra los cristianos, Jorge dona
todos sus bienes a los pobres y, ante el mismo Diocleciano, rompe
el documento y profesa su fe en Cristo. Por esta accion sufre
terribles torturas y al final fue decapitado. Sobre el lugar donde
fue sepultado en Lidda, que era antes la capital de Palestina y hoy
es una ciudad israeli cerca de Tel Aviv, se erigio poco después de
su muerte una basilica donde ain hoy dia se pueden ver sus
restos mortales. Esta es la Passio Georgii, considerada como una
de las obras hagiograficas del Decreto Gelasianum del 496 y
definida por tanto una passio legendaria. Entre los documentos
mads antiguos que verifican la existencia de san Jorge, esta un
epigrafe griego del 368 encontrada en Eraclea de Betania donde
se habla de la “casa o iglesia de Jorge y sus compafieros, santos y
martires triunfadores”.
